BACKGROUND 
  
The Fleet Services Division (Fleet) of the Public Works Department is responsible for maintaining and 
repairing the City’s fleet, which includes 983 vehicles and pieces of equipment valued at more than $60 million 
as of January 5, 2026. To support ongoing fleet operations, Fleet requires an on-call contractor to perform 
automotive body repairs for City vehicles and equipment as needed. The Fleet shop lacks specialized 
equipment, such as a frame rack and a permitted spray booth, necessary to complete these repairs. In addition, 
Fleet staff do not possess the specialized training required for automotive body and paint work, which is not 
performed on a routine basis. 
 
During normal operations, vehicles and equipment may sustain body, paint, and frame damage due to 
collisions, traffic incidents, or other unforeseen events. These damages require professional repairs, including 
paint, body, and frame work, which are performed by an external vendor under Fleet’s oversight. These 
services are essential to maintaining the safety, reliability, and functionality of the City’s vehicles and 
equipment.  
 
Fleet averages approximately 53 light and medium-duty body shop repairs annually and has relied on a third-
party vendor to provide these specialized repair services for the past 28 years. Auto Body International, Inc. is 
our current vendor for light and medium-duty paint and body repair services and has provided services over the 
past three years. 
 
The City’s current agreement for auto body repair services is with Auto Body International, Inc., approved by 
City Council on March 21, 2023, for an initial one-year term with two consecutive one-year extension options, 
for a total potential term of three years ending March 22, 2026, and a not-to-exceed (NTE) amount of $375,000. 
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On March 4, 2025, the City Council approved an amendment increasing the NTE amount to $825,000. As of 
January 29, 2026, total expenditures under the agreement are $524,152.93. 
 
The proposed new agreement includes revisions to the scope of work related to the inclusion of repairs to 
electronic safety technology equipment, parts, and towing services. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
On November 26, 2025, the Purchasing Division released Request for Bid (RFB) 26-46 with a closing date of 
January 5, 2026. A total of seven potential vendors were directly notified of the RFB and published on 
www.PublicPurchase.com and the City’s Purchasing website. The City received the following four bids: 
 

Auto Body International, Inc.                                $4,266.00 
Commercial Auto Body and Paint                         $5,775.00 
National Auto Body and Paint                               $5,914.44 
A-1 Truck and Equipment                                      $7,641.00  

 
Each bid is an aggregate total of the hourly rate for a single service across all vehicle types. As a result of the 
RFB, the City determined Auto Body International, Inc. to be the lowest responsive bidder. 
 
Auto Body International, Inc. is located in Oxnard and meets all required City contractual provisions, including 
possession of a City business tax certificate, insurance certificates, and corporate filing with the California 
Secretary of State. Furthermore, Auto Body International, Inc. has consistently provided effective and 
dependable service to the City; therefore, the staff recommends that the City Council award this Agreement to 
Auto Body International, Inc. 
  
STRATEGIC PRIORITIES 
  
This agenda item is a routine operational item or does not relate to the five strategic priorities adopted by City 
Council on March 16, 2021. 
  
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
  
The total cost for this agreement with Auto Body International, Inc. shall not exceed $1,500,000 through March 
22, 2031, if extended for all years. There are sufficient funds in the Fleet Services Fund (741) for Fiscal Year 
2025-26. Subsequent fiscal year funding will be requested in the annual budget process. The estimated 
spending plan per year is as follows:

GENERAL SERVICE AGREEMENT  
BETWEEN  

THE CITY OF OXNARD AND AUTO BODY INTERNATIONAL, INC. 

By This General Services Agreement (“Agreement”), the CITY of Oxnard (“City”) agrees to 
engage the services of Auto Body International, Inc. (“Service Provider”), and Service Provider 
agrees to perform the services for City as herein described, for the compensation, during the 
term, and otherwise subject to the covenants and conditions herein set forth.  City and Service 
Provider may be individually referred to as “Party” or collectively as the “Parties.” 

1. [INTENTIONALLY OMITTED].

2. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES.

This agreement provides auto body repair and painting services for the City of Oxnard’s fleet 
vehicles and equipment on an as-needed basis. Services include collision and body repair, 
component replacement, frame and alignment work, glass replacement, diagnostics, painting, 
and decal removal and installation, using new OEM parts unless otherwise approved. All work 
will be performed at the contractor’s shop in accordance with industry standards and City-
approved written estimates. The contractor will provide warranties on parts and workmanship, 
maintain custody of City vehicles, and include pickup and delivery at no additional cost. 
Compensation will be based on the bid pricing set forth in Exhibit B. 

The Services to be performed pursuant to this agreement are described in the Scope of 
Services, attached hereto as Exhibit A. Service Provider may not be the exclusive provider of 
services to the City. The City does not guarantee a specified amount of work under this 
agreement. 

3. PARTIES.

City of Oxnard, a general law and municipal corporation of the State of California, located
at 300 West Third Street, Oxnard California 93030

Auto Body International, Inc., a corporation of the State of California, located at 932 East
5th St., Oxnard, CA 93030.

4. TERM OF AGREEMENT:        From: March 23, 2026   To: March 22, 2027
A. Time is of the essence in this Agreement.
B. The City shall have the option for (4) four consecutive (1) one-year extensions,

in accordance with the scope of work and general terms and conditions of the
General Services Agreement.

C. This Agreement shall not exceed a total of five (5) years (including the initial 
term and any options to extend).  The City in its sole discretion may exercise 
the option terms upon sixty (60) days written notice to the Consultant (or any 
other time if the parties so agree) in accordance with Section 12 of this 
Agreement.  The option term shall be commenced by an amendment to this 
agreement.  

D. All services required of Service Provider under this Agreement shall be 
completed on or before the end of the term of the Agreement.

1 This is not a guaranteed dollar amount. No services or work performed pursuant to a Task Order shall exceed the “Not 
to Exceed” Amount of the Contract or the agreed upon amount stated in the Task Order. 
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8. CONTRACTUAL PREREQUISITES. This Agreement must first be executed by the 
Service Provider, after which the Agreement shall be approved as to form by the City 
Attorney, then executed by the Mayor, or an authorized person on behalf of the City, and 
if executed by the Mayor shall also be executed by the City Clerk. 
 

A. Service Provider is advised that any recommendation for Agreement award is 
not binding on the City until the Agreement is fully executed and approved by 
the City.  

B. All proof of business license, insurance, and W-9 forms is required prior to 
execution of this Agreement. 

C. Service Provider shall not perform any work under this Agreement until a proof 
of insurance has been provided to the City as required under Section 26 of this 
Agreement. 

 
9. SERVICE PROVIDER’S SERVICES. 

 
A. Service Provider shall perform only the type or category of services as set forth 

in the “Scope of Services,” attached to and incorporated into this Agreement as 
“Exhibit A.”  Once this Agreement is executed, the Scope of Services may only 
be modified by written Amendment pursuant to Section 13 of this Agreement.  

B. The Services shall be coordinated with the designated City Project Manager set 
forth in Exhibit A and are subject to the direction of the City Manager or 
Department Director. Service Provider hereby designates its Project Manager, 
as set forth in “Exhibit A” as the person responsible for the Services who shall 
coordinate with City’s Project Manager in executing the scope of services under 
this Agreement.   
 

10. COMPENSATION. City shall pay Service Provider for the services performed pursuant to 
the terms of this Agreement and based on the hourly rates and fees set forth in the 
“Schedule of Compensation,” attached to and incorporated into this Agreement as “Exhibit 
B.” Under no circumstances shall the Service Provider perform work in excess of the 
amount stated in the not to exceed amount listed in Section 5 of this Agreement. Once this 
Agreement is executed, the Schedule of Compensation may only be modified by written 
Amendment pursuant to Section 13 of this Agreement, and may be subject to approval by 
the City Council.        

A. No price increases will be permitted during the term of this Agreement.    
B. The City will consider a price increase request based on the imposition of or 

increase in tariffs applicable to this Agreement. All requests pertaining to tariffs 
must be accompanied by supporting documentation substantiating the 
imposition of or increase to any tariff amount.                                  
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11.  PAYMENT & INVOICES. City shall pay all undisputed portions of any applicable invoice 
within thirty (30) days after receipt of an invoice.  In the event the City disputes one or 
more items in an invoice, the City shall, within thirty (30) days after receipt of such invoice, 
notify the Service Provider of the item(s) being disputed and the reason(s) therefore.  The 
City may withhold payment for such disputed items until resolution of the dispute. 
 

A. Payment Request. Service Provider shall submit a payment request to City by 
the end of each calendar month listing the Services provided, costs of those 
Services, and total amount due for the month. Invoices may be emailed to: 
PWFleetAP@oxnard.org. 

B. Non-Appropriation of Funds. Payments to be made to Service Provider by City 
for the Services performed within the current fiscal year are within the current 
fiscal budget and within an available, unexhausted and unencumbered 
appropriation of City.  In the event City does not appropriate sufficient funds for 
payment of the Services beyond the current fiscal year, this Agreement shall 
cover payment for the Services only up to the conclusion of the last fiscal year 
in which City appropriated sufficient funds and shall automatically terminate at 
that fiscal year’s conclusion. 

C. Service Provider’s acceptance of final payment made pursuant to this 
Agreement shall constitute a release of City from all claims and liabilities for 
compensation to Service Provider for anything completed, finished or relating to 
the Services. City’s payment shall not constitute nor be deemed a release of the 
responsibility and liability of Service Provider for the accuracy and competency 
of the information provided and/or the Services performed hereunder, nor shall 
such payment be deemed to be an assumption of responsibility or liability by 
City for any defect or error in the Services performed by Service Provider and 
its employees, agents and Subcontracted Service Providers.  

D. Service Provider shall provide City with a completed Request for Taxpayer 
Identification Number and Certification, as issued by the Internal Revenue 
Service. If any sales tax is due for the Services performed by Service Provider 
or materials or products provided to City by Service Provider, Service Provider 
shall pay the sales tax. City shall not reimburse Service Provider for sales taxes 
paid by Service Provider 
 

12.  OPTION TO EXTEND AGREEMENT.  When in the City’s best interest, this Agreement 
may only be extended, if the City, in its discretion, exercises an option term in accordance 
with Section 4 subparagraphs (B) and (C) of this Agreement.  The initial term, plus any 
option to extend shall not exceed a total of five (5) years. If no option to extend the 
Agreement appears in section 4(B), then this Agreement shall not be extended.   
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Agreement No. 32600325 

 

 

13.  MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT.  This Agreement may be amended, modified, or 
otherwise altered, or its provisions waived, only upon mutual consent of the Parties by 
written amendment. The City may request that the Service Provider perform Extra 
Services.  As used herein, "Extra Services" means any services, which are determined by 
the City to be necessary for the proper completion of the project, but which the Parties did 
not reasonably anticipate would be necessary at the execution of this Agreement or any 
Task Order issued under this Agreement. A written amendment signed by both Parties 
shall be required to authorize performance of and payment for Extra Services under this 
Agreement or Task Order.                  

 
14.  TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT.  City may terminate this Agreement at any time, with 

or without cause and without penalty, upon fifteen (15) calendar days’ prior written notice 
pursuant to Section 22 of this agreement. Such termination shall be effective on the date 
specified in the notice, or if no date is specified, then fifteen (15) calendar days from the 
date of the notice. City shall be liable to Service Provider only for work done by Service 
Provider up to and including the date of termination of this Agreement unless the 
termination is for cause, in which event Service Provider need be compensated only to the 
extent required by law.  Service Provider may terminate this Agreement at any time during 
the term of the Agreement by giving the City sixty (60) calendar days’ written notice. 

 
15. [RESERVED].  

 
16.  INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.  Service Provider is and shall at all times remain, as to 

City, a wholly independent contractor. Neither City nor any of its employees or agents shall 
have control over the conduct of Service Provider or any of its employees, except as stated 
in this Agreement. Service Provider has and shall retain the right to exercise full control 
over the employment, direction, means of performance, location, compensation and 
discharge of all persons assisting Service Provider.  This Agreement shall not be 
interpreted to prevent or preclude Service Provider from rendering any services for Service 
Provider’s own account or to any other person or entity as Service Provider in its sole 
discretion shall determine; provided, however, that performing such services shall not 
materially interfere with the Services the Service Provider shall perform for the City. The 
City retains the right to provide general instructions to and observe the Service Provider in 
the performance of all services done on behalf of the City. 

 
Service Provider and its employees, subcontractors, and agents have no authority, 
express or implied, to act on behalf of City in any capacity, to incur any debt, obligation or 
liability on behalf of City, bind City in any manner, or otherwise act on behalf of City as an 
agent. Service Provider and its employees are not employees of City. Service Provider 
and its employees are not entitled to receive from City any of the benefits or rights afforded 
employees of City, including but not limited to reserve leave, sick leave, vacation leave, 
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holiday leave, compensatory leave, Public Employees Retirement System benefits, and 
health, life, dental, long-term disability and workers’ compensation insurance benefits. 
Service Provider shall not, at any time or in any manner, represent that it or any of its 
agents, subcontractors, or employees are in any manner agents, subcontractors, or 
employees of City. 

 
17.  LAWFUL PERFORMANCE. Service Provider shall abide by all Federal, State, and Local 

Laws and Regulations as may be related to the performance of duties under this 
Agreement.  Service Provider, at its sole expense, shall obtain and maintain during the 
term of this Agreement, all appropriate permits, licenses, and certificates that may be 
required in connection with the performance of services under this Agreement. 

 
18.  SAFETY REQUIREMENTS. Service Provider shall not perform any services for the City 

when the Service Provider is impaired by alcohol or a controlled substance.  When there 
is reasonable cause to believe that any person has violated this provision, that person 
shall be immediately removed from the premises and be subject to any applicable civil 
and/or criminal penalties under the City’s Code and/or under state law.  All work performed 
under this Agreement shall be performed in such a manner as to provide safety to the 
public.  The City reserves the right to issue restraining or cease and desist orders to 
Service Provider when unsafe or harmful acts are observed or reported relative to the 
performance of the work under this Agreement.  The acceptance of Service Provider 's 
work by City shall not operate as a release of the Service Provider from such standard of 
care and workmanship. 

 
19.  OWNERSHIP OF SERVICE PROVIDER’S WORK PRODUCT, CONFIDENTIALITY & 

DISCLOSURE. City shall be the owner of any and all technical documents and records, 
including, computations, plans, correspondence, and/or other pertinent data and 
information, both hard copy and electronic, gathered or prepared by Service Provider in 
performance of this Agreement and shall be entitled to immediate possession of the same 
upon completion of the work under this Agreement, or at any earlier or later time when the 
same may be requested by City. 

 
A. Ownership of Documents.  Every report, draft, work product, map, record, and 

other document reproduced, prepared, or caused to be prepared by the Service 
Provider pursuant to or in connection with this Agreement shall be the exclusive 
property of the City. 

B. Records and Inspections.  The Service Provider shall maintain full and accurate 
records, with respect to all services and matters covered under this 
Agreement.  The City shall have free access at all reasonable times to such 
records, both hard copy and electronic, and the right to examine and audit the 
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same and to make transcripts therefrom, and to inspect all program data, 
documents, proceedings, and activities. 

C. Deliverables.  Service Provider shall deliver to the City the studies, plans, 
specifications, or other documents as are identified in the Scope of Services or 
Task Order; and Service Provider shall, upon completion of all work, submit to 
the City all information developed in the course of the Service Provider 's 
services.  Service Provider shall, in such time and in such form as the City may 
require, furnish reports concerning the status of services required under this 
Agreement.  Service Provider shall, upon request by City and upon completion 
or termination of this Agreement, deliver to the City all material furnished to 
Service Provider by the City. 

D. Confidentiality. Information that is exempt from disclosure to the public is 
confidential. This includes information relating to the past, present, or future 
affairs of the City or information belonging to a third party whose information is 
in the City’s possession or control under obligations of confidentiality. Service 
Provider may be granted access to information that is exempt from disclosure 
to the public (Government Code Section 7920.505) and may contain “trade 
secrets” (see Government Code Section 7924.510(f)) when it is necessary for 
Service Provider to perform its obligations pursuant to this Agreement.  If 
Service Provider is granted such access to confidential information, Service 
Provider shall not be considered to be a member of the public as that term is 
used in Government Code Section 7920.515. 

E. Disclosure of Information. Service Provider shall not disclose, publish, or 
authorize others to disclose or publish, design data, drawings, specifications, 
reports, or other information pertaining to the projects assigned to Service 
Provider by the City or other information to which the Service Provider has had 
access during the term of this Agreement without the prior written approval of 
the City’s Designated Representative during the term of this Agreement and for 
a period of two (2) years after the termination of this Agreement. 

F. No Warranty.  Other than an obligation upon the City to deal in good faith, the 
City makes no warranties and shall bear no liability or responsibility for errors or 
omissions in any Confidential Information disclosed under this Agreement or for 
any business decisions made by Service Provider in reliance on any 
Confidential Information disclosed under this Agreement. 
 

20.  ASSIGNMENT. This Agreement is for the non-professional services of Service 
Provider.  Any attempt by Service Provider to assign the benefits or burdens of this 
Agreement without the prior written approval of City shall be prohibited and shall be null 
and void.  Service Provider 's services pursuant to this Agreement shall be provided by 
the Service Provider’s Designated Representative or directly under his/her supervision, 
and Service Provider shall not assign another to supervise the Service Provider 's 
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performance of this Agreement without the prior written approval of City, by and through 
the City’s Designated Representative. 

 
21.  NOTICE OF BREACH AND OPPORTUNITY TO CURE. Neither Party will be in breach 

of this Agreement where the breach is capable of being cured, or until written notice of the 
breach is received from the non-breaching Party.  The Party charged with breach will have 
fifteen (15) calendar days from the date of receiving such notice in which to cure the breach 
or otherwise respond.  If the circumstances leading to the charge that the Agreement was 
breached have not been cured or explained to the satisfaction of the other Party within 
fifteen (15) days from the date on which the breaching Party received notice of breach, the 
non-breaching Party may terminate this Agreement. Notice shall be given in the manner 
set forth in section 22. 

 
22.  NOTICES. All notices given or required to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be 

in writing and may be given by personal delivery or by first-class mail.  Notice sent by mail 
shall be addressed to each Party’s Designated Representative as set forth above in 
Section 7.  When addressed in accordance with this Section, such notice shall be deemed 
given upon deposit in the United States mail, postage prepaid.  In all other instances, 
notices shall be deemed given at the time of actual delivery. Changes may be made in the 
names or addresses of persons to whom notices are to be given by giving notice in the 
manner prescribed in this Section. 

 
23.  COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS.  Each term and each provision of this Agreement to 

be performed by Service Provider shall be construed to be both a covenant and a 
condition. 

 
24.  WAIVER. City’s review or acceptance of, or payment for, work product prepared by 

Service Provider under this Agreement will not be construed to operate as a waiver of any 
rights City may have under this Agreement or of any cause of action arising from Service 
Provider’s performance.  A waiver by City of any breach of any term, covenant, or condition 
contained in this Agreement will not be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach 
of the same or any other term, covenant, or condition contained in this Agreement, whether 
of the same or different character. 

 
25.  INDEMNIFICATION, HOLD HARMLESS & DEFENSE. 

 
A. As a separate and independent covenant from Service Provider’s obligations 

under this section, Service Provider shall to the fullest extent permitted by law, 
immediately defend, indemnify, and hold harmless City, its legislative and 
advisory bodies, and the City’s officials, directors, officers, employees, and 
agents (the “Indemnitees”) from and against all liabilities regardless of nature, 
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type, or cause, arising out of or resulting from Service Provider’s negligence or 
willful misconduct in the performance of the services described in this 
Agreement or failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in this 
Agreement, Service Liabilities subject to the duties to defend and indemnify 
include, without limitation, all claims, losses, damages, penalties, fines, and 
judgments; associated investigation and administrative expenses; defense 
costs, including but not limited to reasonable attorneys’ fees; court costs; and 
costs of alternative dispute resolution.  Service Provider’s obligation to 
indemnify and defend applies unless it is proven such liabilities covered by this 
Section are the result of negligence or willful misconduct of any of the 
Indemnitees.  

B. The duty to defend is a separate and distinct obligation from Service Provider’s 
duty to indemnify.  Service Provider shall be obligated to defend in all legal, 
equitable, administrative, or special proceedings, with counsel  approved by the 
City Attorney, immediately upon tender to Service Provider of the claim in any 
form or at any stage of an action or proceeding, whether or not liability is 
established.  An allegation negligence or willful misconduct by any of the 
Indemnitees shall not relieve Service Provider from its separate and distinct 
obligation to defend the Indemnitees.  The obligation to defend extends through 
final judgment, including exhaustion of any appeals.  The defense obligation 
includes the obligation to provide independent defense counsel if Service 
Provider asserts that liability is caused in whole or in part by the negligence or 
willful misconduct of the Indemnitees.  If it is finally adjudicated that liability was 
caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of any of the Indemnitees, 
Service Provider may submit a claim to City for reimbursement of reasonable 
attorneys’ fees and defense costs. 

C. The review, acceptance or approval of Service Provider’s work or work product 
by any of the Indemnitees shall not affect, relieve or reduce Service Provider’s 
indemnification or defense obligations. Service Provider waives any right of 
contribution against City or any of City’s officers, employees, agents, or 
volunteers arising out of such failure to inspect, review, monitor, or supervise 
the work performed by Service Provider pursuant to this Agreement. The 
provisions of this Section shall not be restricted by and do not affect the 
provisions of this Agreement relating to Section 26.  The Service Provider’s 
obligations under this Section of the Agreement shall survive the termination of 
the Agreement. 

D. Service Provider agrees to pay all required taxes on amounts paid to Service 
Provider under this Agreement, and to indemnify and hold City harmless from 
any and all taxes, assessments, penalties, and interest asserted against City by 
reason of the independent contractor relationship created by this Agreement. 
Service Provider shall be solely responsible for, and shall save City harmless 
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from, all matters relating to the payment of Service Provider’s subcontractors, 
material suppliers, directors, officers, employees, agents and representatives, 
including compliance with social security requirements, federal and State 
income tax withholding, and all other regulations governing employer-employee 
relations, as applicable. City shall have the right to offset against the amount of 
any compensation due to Service Provider under this Agreement any amount 
due to City from Service Provider as a result of its failure to promptly pay to City 
any reimbursement or indemnification arising under this Section. 
 

26.  INSURANCE. Service Provider shall obtain and maintain during the performance of any 
services under this Agreement the insurance coverages listed within “Exhibit C”, which is 
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, unless the Risk Manager 
waives, in writing, the requirement that Service Provider obtain and maintain such 
insurance coverages. Such insurance must be issued by a company satisfactory to the 
Risk Manager. Service Provider shall, before performance of any Services pursuant to this 
Agreement, file with the Risk Manager evidence of insurance coverage as specified in 
“Exhibit C”. Maintenance of insurance coverages by Service Provider is a material element 
of this Agreement. Service Provider’s failure to maintain or renew insurance coverages or 
to provide renewal evidence shall be considered a material breach of this Agreement. 

 
27.  LIVING WAGE REQUIREMENTS. During the term of this Agreement, Service Provider 

understands and agrees that if Living Wages are applicable subject to the 2002 Oxnard 
City Council Living Wage Policy, attached as “Exhibit E” to this Agreement. Service 
Provider will pay and/or provide the wages and/or benefits required therein to all of its 
employees engaged in whole or in part in performing the services provided for by this 
Agreement. The duty to pay the correct wage is the responsibility of the Service Provider. 

 
28.  PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS. The payment of State prevailing wages as 

designated for Ventura County shall apply to public works projects. However, this section 
shall not apply to work performed on a public works project of twenty-five thousand dollars 
($25,000) or less when the project is for construction, alteration, demolition, installation, or 
repair work; or to work performed on a public works project of fifteen thousand dollars 
($15,000) or less when the project is for maintenance work. Prevailing wages are required 
to be paid to all workers, including subcontracted employees. For further information 
regarding Prevailing Wage Requirements please refer to Exhibit “F” attached to this 
Agreement. 

 
A. To determine if this Agreement is subject to compliance monitoring and 

enforcement, go to: https://www.dir.ca.gov/Public-
Works/PublicWorksSB854FAQ.html 
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B. It is unlawful to split, or separate into small portions, work orders, projects, 
purchases, or public works projects for the purpose of evading these prevailing 
wage requirements. 

C. In the event that there is a difference between the amount of wages to be paid 
under the City of Oxnard’s local Living Wage requirements and the requirements 
of this provision, the wage rate that is the higher of the two shall be applicable 
to this Agreement.  The duty to pay the correct wage is the responsibility of the 
Service Provider. 

 
29. CONFLICT OF INTEREST.  Service Provider covenants that it does not have any interest, 

nor shall it acquire any interest, directly or indirectly, which would conflict in any manner 
with the performance of Service Provider’s services under this Agreement. Service 
Provider further covenants that in the performance of services under this Agreement, no 
officer, employee or agent of Service Provider having such interest shall be employed by 
it. In the event the City determines that Service Provider must disclose its financial 
interests by completing and filing a Fair Political Practices Commission Form 
700, Statement of Economic Interests, Service Provider shall file such Form 700 with the 
City Clerk’s Office pursuant to the written instructions provided by the City Clerk. 
Acquisition or maintenance of a conflicting interest by Service Provider may result in 
termination of this Agreement by the City. 

 
30.  IRAN CONTRACTING ACT. In accordance with the Iran Contract Act of 2010 (Public 

Contract Code sections 2200-2208) the City requires that any Consultant that submits a 
proposal or otherwise proposes to enter into or renew a contract with the City with respect 
to goods or Services of one million dollars ($1,000,000) or more, must certify, that the 
Consultant is not identified on a list created pursuant to subdivision (b) of Public Contract 
Code Section 2203 as a person engaging in investment activities in Iran described in 
subdivision (a) of Public Contract Code Section 2202.5, or as a person described in 
subdivision (b) of Public Contract Code Section 2202.5, as applicable.  
 
A Consultant is ineligible to enter into any contract with the City for goods or Services of 
one million dollars ($1,000,000) or more if the Consultant engages in investment activities 
in Iran. Consultant must certify that it is not on the list of ineligible vendors prohibited from 
doing business with the State of California and shall complete the Iran Contract Act 
Certification attached as Exhibit G. 
 

31. SUBCONTRACTING.  If Service Provider requires the assistance of a subcontractor to 
render any services under this agreement, Consultant shall obtain prior written consent 
from the City before a subcontractor performs any service pursuant to this Agreement. All 
subcontractors shall be identified in the Scope of Work or Task Order attached to this 
Agreement as Exhibit A. Service Provider is fully responsible for satisfactory completion 
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of all its subcontractors’ work. All subcontractors shall be properly licensed and insured; 
and bonded, if applicable. Service Provider shall be responsible for all liabilities regardless 
of nature, type, or cause, arising out of or resulting from or in connection with 
subcontractors performance pursuant to this Agreement or subcontractors failure to 
comply with any of its obligations in connection with this Agreement. 

 
32.  DISPUTES.  Except as otherwise provided in these provisions, any dispute concerning a 

question of fact arising under this Agreement, shall be decided by the City’s Designated 
Representative, who shall reduce this decision to writing and mail a copy to the Service 
Provider.  The decision of the City’s Designated Representative shall be final and 
conclusive unless Service Provider requests mediation within ten (10) calendar 
days.  Pending final decision of a dispute, the Service Provider shall proceed diligently 
with the performance of the Agreement and in accordance with the decision of the City’s 
Designated Representative. 

 
33.  DISPUTE RESOLUTION. Should an unresolved dispute arise out of this Agreement, any 

Party may request that it be submitted to mediation. The Parties shall meet in mediation 
within a reasonable time not to exceed forty-five (45) days of a request.  The mediator 
shall be agreed to by the mediating Parties. In the absence of an agreement on a mediator, 
the Parties shall each submit one name from mediators listed by the American Arbitration 
Association, the California State Board of Mediation and Conciliation, or other agreed-
upon service.  The mediator shall be selected by a “blindfold” process. The cost of 
mediation shall be borne equally by both Parties.  Neither Party shall be deemed the 
prevailing Party. No Party shall be permitted to file a legal action without first meeting in 
mediation and making a good faith attempt to reach a mediated settlement.  The mediation 
process, once commenced by a meeting with the mediator, shall last until agreement is 
reached by the Parties but not more than sixty (60) calendar days, unless the maximum 
time is extended in writing by both Parties. 

 
34.  AUDIT. City shall have the option of inspecting, auditing and/or reproducing all records 

and other written materials: used by Service Provider in preparing its billings to CITY as a 
condition precedent to any payment to Service Provider; or for other purposes relating to 
the Agreement. Service Provider will promptly furnish all documents requested by City. 
Additionally, if this Agreement is in excess of $10,000, the State Auditor may examine and 
audit Service Provider for a period of 3 years after final payment under the Agreement. 
Regardless of whether a State audit is permitted, Service Provider shall maintain and 
preserve all such records for a period of at least 3 years after final payment under the 
Agreement or until an audit has been completed and accepted by City, whichever occurs 
later. Service Provider shall maintain all such records in City or to promptly reimburse City 
for all reasonable costs incurred in conducting the audit at a location other than in City, 
including but not limited to expenses for personnel, salaries, private auditor, travel, lodging, 
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meals and overhead. Service Provider shall include a copy of this Section in all contracts 
with its subcontractors, and Service Provider shall be responsible for immediately 
obtaining those records or other written material from its subcontractors upon a request 
by the State Auditor and/or City. 

 
35.  ADVERTISING AND PUBLICITY. Service Provider shall not use the name of or refer to 

City directly or indirectly in any advertisement, news release, or professional or trade 
publication without prior written approval from the City Manager. This Section shall survive 
the termination of this Agreement. 

 
36.  NONDISCRIMINATORY EMPLOYMENT. Service Provider shall not unlawfully 

discriminate against any individual based on race, color, religion or religious creed, 
national origin, ancestry, ethnic group identification, primary language, physical disability, 
mental disability, medical condition, genetic information, marital status, gender, gender 
identity, gender expression, sex, sexual orientation, age, immigration status, citizenship or 
military and veteran status. Service Provider understands and agrees that it is bound by 
and will comply with all legal nondiscrimination mandates. For every subcontractor who 
will perform Services, Service Provider shall be responsible for such subcontractor’s 
compliance with this Section. 

 
37.  FORCE MAJEURE. Neither the Service Provider nor the City shall be responsible for any 

delay caused by any contingency beyond their control, including, but not limited to, war or 
insurrection, walkouts by the Party’s own employees, fires, natural calamities, riots, or 
demands or requirements of governmental agencies other than the City. 

 
38.  GOVERNING LAW. The terms of this Agreement shall be interpreted according to the 

laws of the State of California.  Should litigation occur, venue shall be in the Superior Court 
of California, County of Ventura. 

 
39.  SEVERABILITY. If any portion of this Agreement is declared by a court of competent 

jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, then such portion will be deemed modified to 
the extent necessary in the opinion of the court to render such portion enforceable and, as 
so modified, such portion and the balance of this Agreement will continue in full force and 
effect and be enforceable. 

 
40.  INTEGRATED AGREEMENT. This Agreement and the attached exhibits referenced 

herein to this Agreement represent the entire understanding between the Parties.  No 
verbal agreement or implied covenant shall be held to vary the provisions of this 
Agreement.  This Agreement shall bind and inure to the benefit of the Parties to this 
Agreement and any subsequent successors and assigns. 
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41.  NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARY. This Agreement shall not be construed to be an 
agreement for the benefit of any third-party or parties, and no third party or parties shall 
have any claim or right of action under this Agreement. 

 
42.  AUTHORITY TO EXECUTE. Each Party hereto expressly warrants and represents that 

through its Designated Representative it has the authority to execute this Agreement on 
behalf of its corporation, partnership, business entity, or governmental entity, and warrants 
and represents that the Designated Representative has the authority to bind each Party to 
the performance of its obligations hereunder. 

 
43.  EXECUTION – COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in any number of 

counterparts and each such duplicate counterpart shall constitute an original, but they shall 
not be effective nor enforceable unless and until it is executed with the handwritten 
signature or electronic signature of an authorized representative of each of the relevant 
Parties.  No counterpart shall be deemed to be an original or presumed delivered unless 
and until the counterpart executed by the other Party to this Agreement is in the physical 
possession of the Party seeking enforcement thereof. 

 
44.  INCONSISTENT OR CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of any contradictions or 

inconsistencies between any attached documents or exhibits incorporated by reference 
herein and the provisions of the Agreement itself, the terms of the Agreement shall 
control.  Any exhibit that is attached and incorporated by reference shall be limited to the 
purposes for which it is attached, as specified in this Agreement.  Any contractual terms 
or conditions contained in such exhibit imposing additional obligations on the City are not 
binding upon the City’s Designated Representative unless specifically agreed to in writing, 
and initiated by City’s Designated Representative, as to each additional contractual term 
or condition. 

 
45.  ACKNOWLEDGEMENT. By signing below, Service Provider acknowledges that it has 

reviewed the City’s General Services Agreement terms and conditions and insurance 
requirements and that Service Provider hereby agrees to full compliance.

The selected proposer will provide body repair and painting to the City of Oxnard on an as 
needed basis. The proposer must have a minimum of five (5) years recent experience 
performing similar work/services. The work shall be performed at the proposer’s shop unless 
otherwise agreed to in writing City of Oxnard. Compensation will be based on the bid pricing 
set forth in Exhibit B. 
 
Body Repair and Painting:  
 
The proposer will provide auto body repair and painting services for fleet vehicles and 
equipment, to include but not be limited to general body repair, dent repair, component 
replacement for exterior/interior body components, collision damage repair, ADAS calibration 
and repair, ABS system diagnosis and repair, engine electronics diagnosis and repair, glass 
repair/replacement including windshields, painting all or portions of vehicle bodies, and other 
repair services. Bent parts are to be straightened and reinforced or replaced if necessary 
including aluminum body parts. In the event that vehicle decals are damaged, the proposer 
will obtain new decals from the City of Oxnard or a designated decal provider and apply new 
decals to the repaired vehicle. Decal removal and installation are to be included in the repair 
estimate. All bodywork will receive at least three coats of primer: two (2) during bodywork 
repair, and a minimum of one (1) during the painting process. 
 
General Shop Requirements:

Prior to any repair, the proposer and City of Oxnard Fleet Service Writer or Fleet Supervisor 
will review the estimate and confirm that the estimate includes an accurate description of the 
vehicle condition. All repair estimates must be approved by the City of Oxnard in writing in 
advance of work being performed. Repair work will not start until a notice to proceed is 
received. If City of Oxnard and the proposer cannot agree on an estimate, City of Oxnard 
reserves the unilateral right to solicit for bids and award to another service provider. Repeated 
failure to agree on estimates may result in contract termination. The Proposer will assume full 
liability and responsibility for all vehicles and contents (including radios, aftermarket lighting 
and other standard or installed equipment) placed in its custody by the City of Oxnard under 
this contract. 
 
Parts:  
 
All parts used to provide automotive body repair will be new Original Equipment Manufacturer 
(OEM). Any and all incidental charges shall be included in the proposer's hourly rate. 
Proposers shall furnish new unused O.E.M., remanufactured O.E.M., vehicle body parts, 
materials and labor as required in accordance with the provisions and specifications contained 
herein. If OEM parts are not available or obsolete, notification to the City of Oxnard is required 
for approval. The City reserves the right to provide donor vehicles to have parts removed and 
used for repairs. The proposer will charge the contracted labor rate to remove and install any 
donor parts.  
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Alignment:  
 
Proposer agrees to perform realignment of all vehicles when needed. This shall be a thrust 
alignment for frame vehicles and four-wheel alignment for unibody vehicles. A printout of the 
readings after the alignment will be included in each repair order. Proposer will ensure 
personnel or sub-contractor is qualified to perform alignment work.  
 
Frame Work:  
 
Proposer agrees to perform frame straightening of all vehicles when needed. Proposer will 
ensure personnel or sub-contractor is qualified to perform all framework.  
Airbag Components:  
 
All airbag components shall be replaced with NEW O.E.M. parts when the decision has been 
made to replace the components.  
 
Major Repairs:  
 
If metal body or plastic components are damaged beyond repair, the damaged area will be 
cut out and replaced with new metal or plastic that is equal to or greater than the original 
thickness of the component. 
 
Painting Process Requirements: 
 
The paint process will consist of the following in the order listed, utilizing the latest state-of 
the-art painting and paint matching systems, mixing tools, California compliant water based 
or solvent based paints and clear coats and spraying tools: 

• Primer 
• Base Coat 
• Clear Coat  

 
Acceptable Paint Manufacturers: 
 
All paints used will be from a qualified and reputable paint manufacturer, such as, but not 
limited to: Diamont, Dupont, PPG, Akzonobel Sikkens etc. Proposers shall provide the name 
of the paint manufacturer used and warranty in each estimate. No single stage paints shall be 
used. All Paints shall be CARB compliant. 
 
Warranty: 
 
All parts and supplies provided shall be warranted for a minimum period of twelve (12) months 
or twelve thousand (12,000) miles, or for any manufacturer warranty period, whichever is 
greater. Warranted parts shall be replaced with new parts. All warranty information will be 
made available to the City of Oxnard. Unsatisfactory repairs include, but are not limited to, 
paint swirls, fish eye blemishes, mismatched paint color, buffer burns, as well as any other 
defects and/or imperfection in body work or paint finish. 
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Pickup and Delivery: 
 
The proposer will provide free pickup and delivery of vehicles. The City will tow vehicles as 
necessary when collision repairs are required. The repaired vehicles will be returned to the 
City of Oxnard by personnel with the knowledge necessary to review and discuss the quality 
of completeness of the repairs and review the vehicle condition report with the City of Oxnard 
representative. If it is determined that the vehicle is not properly repaired, the vehicle will be 
returned to the proposer’s shop for repair and delivery at no additional charge. All vehicles 
shall be returned to the City of Oxnard within 24 hours of completion of repairs. 
 
Time for Performance: 
 
Time is of the essence in returning City of Oxnard vehicles to service. The successful proposer 
agrees that work assigned under contract shall receive priority over the other work in its shop, 
unless specific prior approval has been obtained from the City of Oxnard. If City of Oxnard 
determines that the workload of the proposer is such that timeliness is not possible in a given 
situation, City of Oxnard reserves the unilateral right to solicit for bids and award to a backup 
service provider. Repeated assignments to a backup service provider may result in contract 
termination.

Pursuant to the Living Wage Policy adopted July 9, 2002 by the City Council and effective 
October 1, 2002, the City Manager and City Attorney are directed to include the following 
language in all standard trade services contracts and all unique trade services contracts 
governed by the Living Wage Policy. 
 
A. Service Provider shall compensate any employee of Service Provider who provides 

services under this Agreement in accordance with the Living Wage Policy, attached 
hereto and incorporated herein by reference as the Living Wage Policy Exhibit.  While 
this Agreement is in effect, Service Provider shall pay such employee no less than $20.06 
per hour for each hour that such employee provides services under this Agreement.  In 
addition, while this Agreement is in effect, Service Provider shall provide to such 
employee no less than 96 hours of paid leave per calendar year. 

B. Service Provider agrees to post, at a location readily accessible to those employees 
providing services to the City, a copy of the Living Wage Policy adopted by City Council 
on July 9, 2002 and effective October 1, 2002. 

C. If Service Provider fails to compensate such employee pursuant to the Living Wage 
Policy, the City Manager or designee shall terminate this Agreement on written notice to 
Service Provider, effective immediately. 

D. In addition, if Service Provider fails to comply with the Living Wage Policy in any manner, 
Service Provider shall pay to City a fine of $500 and shall pay to any employee providing 
services under this Agreement a penalty of three times the amount or value of the 
compensation owed to such employee under the Living Wage Policy. Service Provider 
shall pay such fine and penalty within fifteen (15) calendar days after the City Manager 
or designee provides written notice to Service Provider of the amount owed.

This hourly rate shall be adjusted on July 
1, 2026, and each July 1 thereafter, according to the percentage change in the Consumer 
Price Index, all items, prepared by the Bureau of Labor Statistics for the Los Angeles area 
relating to all urban consumers (CPI-U), index base 1982-84=100, comparing May of the 
previous year to May of the current year.  In addition, while this Agreement is in effect, Service 
Provider shall provide to such employee no less than 96 hours of paid leave per calendar 
year.  
 
a. Service Provider agrees to post, at a location readily accessible to those employees 

providing Services to the City, a copy of the Living Wage Policy adopted by the Oxnard 
City Council on July 9, 2002 and effective October 1, 2002. 

 
b. If Service Provider fails to compensate such employee pursuant to the Living Wage 

Policy, the City Manager or designee shall terminate this Agreement on written notice to 
Service Provider, effective immediately.

PREVAILING WAGE 

             
 

 
1. Service Provider acknowledges that the Project defined in the Agreement between 

Service Provider and CITY is a “public work” as defined in Division 2, Part 7, Chapter 1 
of the California Labor Code (“Chapter 1”), and that this Agreement is subject to Chapter 
1 and the rules and regulations established by the Director of Industrial Relations (“DIR”) 
implementing such statutes. Service Provider shall perform the Project as a public work. 
Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by all the terms, rules and regulations 
described in Chapter 1 and the DIR’s rules and regulations as though set forth in full 
herein.   

 
2. Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1773.2, copies of the prevailing rate of per diem wages 

for each craft, classification, or type of worker needed to perform the Agreement are on 
file at City Hall and will be made available to any interested party on request. Service 
Provider acknowledges receipt of a copy of the DIR determination of such prevailing rate 
of per diem wages, and Service Provider shall post such rates at each job site covered 
by this Agreement.  

 
3. Service Provider is required to post job site notices, as prescribed by regulation. See 

Labor Code Section 1771.4(a)(2).  
 
4. Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by the provisions of Labor Code 

Sections 1774 and 1775 concerning the payment of prevailing rates of wages to workers 
and the penalties for failure to pay prevailing wages. Service Provider shall, as a penalty 
to City, forfeit not more than $200 for each calendar day or portion thereof for each worker 
paid less than the DIR’s determined prevailing rates for the work or craft in which the 
worker is employed pursuant to this Agreement by Service Provider or any subcontractor. 
The Labor Commissioner shall determine the amount of the penalty as described in 
Section 1775. 

 
5. Service Provider shall comply with Labor Code Section 1776, which requires Service 

Provider and each subcontractor to (1) keep accurate payroll records and verify such 
records in writing under penalty of perjury, (2) certify and make such payroll records 
available for inspection, and (3) inform CITY of the location of the records.  

 
6. Service Provider shall comply with Labor Code Sections 1777.5, 1777.6 and 1777.7 and 

California Administrative Code Title 8, Section 200 et seq. concerning the employment of 
apprentices on public works projects for all apprenticeable occupations. Before 
commencing work under this Agreement, Service Provider shall provide City with a copy 
of the information submitted to any applicable apprenticeship program. Within 60 days 
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after concluding the Project, Service Provider and each of its subcontractors shall submit 
to City a verified statement of the journeyman and apprentice hours performed under this 
Agreement. 

 
7. Service Provider may not be debarred or suspended throughout the Agreement Term 

pursuant to Labor Code Section 1777.1 or 1777.7. If he, she or it becomes debarred or 
suspended in the Agreement Term, Service Provider must immediately notify City. 

 
8. Service Provider is not qualified to bid on, be listed in a Bid proposal, or engage in the 

performance of any contract for public work, as defined in Labor Code Sections 1720 
through 1861, unless currently registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant 
to Labor Code Section 1725.5. Service Provider shall continue without interruption to stay 
registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant to Section 1725.5 for the duration 
of the term of this Agreement. This provision does not apply to construction, alteration, 
demolition, installation or repair work of $25,000 or less or to maintenance work of 
$15,000 or less. 

 
9. Service Provider acknowledges that 8 hours labor constitutes a legal day’s work. Service 

Provider shall comply with and be bound by Labor Code Section 1810.   
 
10. Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by Labor Code Section 1813 concerning 

penalties for workers who work excess hours. Service Provider shall, as a penalty to City, 
forfeit $25 for each worker employed in the performance of this Agreement by Service 
Provider or by any subcontractor for each calendar day during which such worker is 
required or permitted to work more than 8 hours in any calendar day and 40 hours in any 
one calendar week in violation of the provisions of Division 2, Part 7, Chapter 1, Article 3 
of the Labor Code. Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1815, work performed by Service 
Provider’s employees in excess of 8 hours per day and 40 hours per week shall be 
permitted upon public work upon compensation for all hours worked in excess of 8 hours 
per day at not less than 1 ½ times the basic rate of pay. 

 
11. The Project listed in the Agreement is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement 

by the DIR.  
 
12. Service Provider shall be responsible for each and every one of its subcontractors’ 

compliance with Chapter 1, the DIR’s rules and regulations, and Labor Code Sections 
1860 and 3700. Service Provider shall include in the written contract between it and each 
subcontractor a copy of, and a requirement that each subcontractor shall comply with, 
those statutory provisions. Service Provider shall be required to take all actions necessary 
to enforce such contractual provisions and ensure subcontractors’ compliance, including 
without limitation, conducting a periodic review of the certified payroll records of each 
subcontractor, and upon becoming aware of the failure of the subcontractor to pay its 
workers the specified prevailing rate of wages, Service Provider shall diligently take 
corrective action to halt or rectify any failure. 

 
13. To the maximum extent, Service Provider shall hold harmless, defend (with counsel 

approved by the City Attorney) and indemnify City, its legislative bodies, and its officials, 
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officers, employees and agents from any demand or claim for damages, compensation, 
fines, penalties or other amounts arising out of or incidental to any acts or omissions listed 
above by any person or entity (including Service Provider, its subcontractors, and each 
of their officials, officers, employees and agents) in connection with any work undertaken 
or in connection with the Agreement, including without limitation the payment of all 
attorneys’ fees and other related costs. All duties of Service Provider under this Section 
shall survive Agreement termination.

RECOMMENDATION 
  
The Public Works and Transportation Committee recommends that the City Council approve and authorize an 
Agreement with Downstream Services, Inc. in the amount not to exceed $1,250,000 for an initial term of one 
year from March 20, 2026 to March 19, 2027, with the option for four consecutive one-year period extensions 
ending March 19, 2031, for stormwater filter replacement and maintenance services.

BACKGROUND 
  
The creation of Community Facilities Districts (CFDs) in the City of Oxnard (City) provides the funding 
mechanism, in perpetuity, for the maintenance obligations that are specified in each CFD’s respective 
formation document. The three CFDs that have maintenance obligations for the stormwater systems are CFD 2 
- Westport, CFD 4 - Seabridge, and CFD 5- Riverpark. These systems include cartridge-style filters for the 
filtration of stormwater runoff from roadways, parking lots, and other hard surfaces within the CFDs. 
 
In 2025, all CFD 2, 4, and 5 stormwater vaults were inspected and cleaned, and all filter cartridges were 
replaced under a one-year agreement with Downstream Services, Inc. (Agreement No. 32500236). The 
agreement, which had a not-to-exceed amount of $1,250,000, concluded on January 21, 2026, and did not 
include an option to extend. A total of $665,932 was spent against this previous agreement.   
 
DISCUSSION 
 
A Request for Bids (RFB) PW 26-59 was published on December 10, 2025, and all bids were due January 14, 
2026. Several potential vendors were directly notified of the RFB and published on www.PublicPurchase.com 
and the City’s Purchasing website. The City received the following five bids: 

 
Downstream Services, Inc.:                                                     $65,781.00

Storm Water Inspection & Maintenance Services, LLC:        $260,692.50 
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Each bid is an aggregate total of a single inspection cost for all vaults within each district, an hourly rate 
(including all equipment) for cleaning a vault, an hourly rate (including all equipment) for cleaning a vault and 
replacing the cartridges, and material rates for new cartridges, recycled cartridges, and the cost to replace a 
single cartridge in the event that an entire vault’s cartridges do not need to be replaced. Large variations in the 
bid totals are primarily due to the difference in the bid costs for annual vault inspections. 
 
The low bidder is Downstream Services, Inc. and its bid is responsive to the City’s RFB.  Following this 
determination, procurement staff reviewed all documentation received from Downstream and based upon the 
available information and previous work performed to date; staff believes that the contractor is capable of 
satisfactorily completing the service. Thus, staff recommends that the City Council award the contract for this 
service to Downstream Services, Inc. 
 
The proposed Agreement is required to comply with the Federal Water Pollution Control Act through 
California’s Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) Permit. Under the MS4 Permit, the City is 
responsible for verifying proper maintenance and operation of post-construction BMPs previously approved for 
new development and redevelopment and operated by the City and to notify privately owned and operated 
BMP’s to document maintenance and operations required as part of a development agreement. 
 
This Agreement provides for annual inspections of each stormwater vault within the three districts. The 
inspections will result in written recommendations for cleaning and maintenance. Any cleaning or maintenance 
work will be performed only at the direction of the City’s Project Manager. 
 
The Agreement also includes all required traffic control, permits, labor, materials, equipment, and incidental 
work necessary to perform the services. In addition, the Contractor will document the condition of stormwater 
vaults and filter systems and identify any structural repairs needed to the vaults. 
 
Currently, there are 821 filter cartridges located in 64 vaults within the Seabridge and Westport Community 
Facilities Districts, and an additional 2,274 filter cartridges located in 278 vaults within Riverpark. Special 
Districts staff anticipate replacing approximately 20 percent of the filter cartridges each year; however, the 
actual number replaced will be based on inspection results and may be higher if conditions warrant. 
 
Staff will work closely with each CFD HOA and Neighborhood Council to keep residents informed of the 
maintenance schedule. Prior to the contractor performing any work,  door hangers will be posted to provide 
notices to the residences and businesses at least four working days in advance of the services that will be 
performed. 
  
STRATEGIC PRIORITIES 
  
This agenda item supports the Infrastructure and Natural Resources strategy. The purpose of the Infrastructure 
and Natural Resources strategy is to preserve and improve our roads, utilities, parks, trees, water supply and 
natural resources through effective planning, prioritization, and an equitable and efficient use of available 
funding. 
  
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
  
The total cost for this Agreement with Downstream Services, Inc. shall not exceed $1,250,000 through March 
17, 2031, if extended for all years for stormwater filter replacement and maintenance services. 
 
Costs for these services are included in the FY 2025-26 Adopted Budget. Funding shall be provided by 
available budget allocations in CFD 2 - Westport, CFD 4 - Seabridge, and CFD 5 - Riverpark. Project manager 
will confirm adequate funding exists prior to approving work. There is no guaranteed spending amount and the 
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Division shall only pay for the services that are approved and rendered. Funding for subsequent fiscal years will 
be requested through the annual budget process. 
 
The new agreement with Downstream reflects lower labor rates across most stormwater filter maintenance 
services compared to the previous agreement, including annual inspections, vault cleaning, and combined 
cleaning and cartridge replacement. While some unit costs increased, particularly for single cartridge 
replacement, the overall rate structure suggests potential cost savings depending on the mix and frequency of 
services performed. Additional details on the costs for services in the new agreement and the previous service 
costs are provided in the attachments “Bid Tabulation RFB 26-59” and “Prior Agreement: Schedule of 
Compensation.”

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GENERAL SERVICE AGREEMENT  
BETWEEN  

THE CITY OF OXNARD AND DOWNSTREAM SERVICES, INC. 
    
By This General Services Agreement (“Agreement”), the CITY of Oxnard (“City”) agrees 
to engage the services of Downstream Services, Inc. (“Service Provider”), and Service 
Provider agrees to perform the services for City as herein described, for the compensation, 
during the term, and otherwise subject to the covenants and conditions herein set 
forth.  City and Service Provider may be individually referred to as “Party” or collectively as 
the “Parties.” 

 
1. [INTENTIONALLY OMITTED]. 

 
2. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES.  

 
This scope of work includes the inspection, cleaning, and maintenance of stormwater 
vaults and replacement of filter cartridges at City-owned locations within the CFD 2 
(Westport), CFD 4 (Seabridge), and CFD 5 (Riverpark) communities of Oxnard. The 
service provider shall provide all labor, materials, equipment, traffic control, and safety 
measures necessary to perform the work in compliance with applicable EPA TMDL and 
MS4 permit guidelines. Services include annual inspections, documentation with 
photographs, sediment and debris removal, and cartridge cleaning or replacement 
using manufacturer-approved filters. Waste shall be handled in accordance with all 
federal, state and local regulations. All inspection and maintenance activities shall be 
documented and uploaded to a shared GIS database. Structural repairs to vaults are 
generally excluded but must be documented and reported if observed. 
 
The Services to be performed pursuant to this agreement are described in the Scope of 
Services, attached hereto as Exhibit A. Service Provider may not be the exclusive 
provider of services to the City. The City does not guarantee a specified amount of work 
under this agreement. 
 

3. PARTIES. 
 
City of Oxnard, a general law and municipal corporation of the State of California, 
located at 300 West Third Street, Oxnard California 93030 

Downstream Services, Inc., a corporation of the State of California, located at 2855 
Progress Place, Escondido, CA 92029. 
 

4. TERM OF AGREEMENT:     From: March 20, 2026    To: March 19, 2027 
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A. Time is of the essence in this Agreement.   
B. The City shall have the option for (4) four consecutive (1) one-year 

extensions, in accordance with the scope of work and general terms and 
conditions of the General Services Agreement.  

C. This Agreement shall not exceed a total of five (5) years (including the initial 
term and any options to extend).  The City in its sole discretion may exercise 
the option terms upon sixty (60) days written notice to the Consultant (or any 
other time if the parties so agree) in accordance with Section 12 of this 
Agreement.  The option term shall be commenced by an amendment to this 
agreement.  

D. All services required of Service Provider under this Agreement shall be 
completed on or before the end of the term of the Agreement.

8. CONTRACTUAL PREREQUISITES. This Agreement must first be executed by the 

Service Provider, after which the Agreement shall be approved as to form by the City 
Attorney, then executed by the Mayor, or an authorized person on behalf of the City, 
and if executed by the Mayor shall also be executed by the City Clerk. 
 

A. Service Provider is advised that any recommendation for Agreement award 
is not binding on the City until the Agreement is fully executed and approved 
by the City.  

B. All proof of business license, insurance, and W-9 forms is required prior to 
execution of this Agreement. 

C. Service Provider shall not perform any work under this Agreement until a 
proof of insurance has been provided to the City as required under Section 
26 of this Agreement. 

 
9. SERVICE PROVIDER’S SERVICES. 

 
A. Service Provider shall perform only the type or category of services as set 

forth in the “Scope of Services,” attached to and incorporated into this 
Agreement as “Exhibit A.”  Once this Agreement is executed, the Scope of 
Services may only be modified by written Amendment pursuant to Section 13 
of this Agreement.  

B. The Services shall be coordinated with the designated City Project Manager 
set forth in Exhibit A and are subject to the direction of the City Manager or 
Department Director. Service Provider hereby designates its Project 
Manager, as set forth in “Exhibit A” as the person responsible for the Services 
who shall coordinate with City’s Project Manager in executing the scope of 
services under this Agreement.   
 

10. COMPENSATION. City shall pay Service Provider for the services performed pursuant 
to the terms of this Agreement and based on the hourly rates and fees set forth in the 
“Schedule of Compensation,” attached to and incorporated into this Agreement as 
“Exhibit B.” Under no circumstances shall the Service Provider perform work in excess 
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of the amount stated in the not to exceed amount listed in Section 5 of this Agreement. 
Once this Agreement is executed, the Schedule of Compensation may only be modified 
by written Amendment pursuant to Section 13 of this Agreement, and may be subject 
to approval by the City Council.    

 
A. No price increases will be permitted during the term of this Agreement.    
B. The City will consider a price increase request based on the imposition of or 

increase in tariffs applicable to this Agreement. All requests pertaining to 
tariffs must be accompanied by supporting documentation substantiating the 
imposition of or increase to any tariff amount.                                  

 
11.  PAYMENT & INVOICES. City shall pay all undisputed portions of any applicable 

invoice within thirty (30) days after receipt of an invoice.  In the event the City disputes 
one or more items in an invoice, the City shall, within thirty (30) days after receipt of 
such invoice, notify the Service Provider of the item(s) being disputed and the reason(s) 
therefore.  The City may withhold payment for such disputed items until resolution of 
the dispute. 

A. Payment Request. Service Provider shall submit a payment request to City 
by the end of each calendar month listing the Services provided, costs of 
those Services, and total amount due for the month. Invoices may be emailed 
to: SDinvoices@oxnard.org. 

B. Non-Appropriation of Funds. Payments to be made to Service Provider by 
City for the Services performed within the current fiscal year are within the 
current fiscal budget and within an available, unexhausted and 
unencumbered appropriation of City.  In the event City does not appropriate 
sufficient funds for payment of the Services beyond the current fiscal year, 
this Agreement shall cover payment for the Services only up to the conclusion 
of the last fiscal year in which City appropriated sufficient funds and shall 
automatically terminate at that fiscal year’s conclusion. 

C. Service Provider’s acceptance of final payment made pursuant to this 
Agreement shall constitute a release of City from all claims and liabilities for 
compensation to Service Provider for anything completed, finished or relating 
to the Services. City’s payment shall not constitute nor be deemed a release 
of the responsibility and liability of Service Provider for the accuracy and 
competency of the information provided and/or the Services performed 
hereunder, nor shall such payment be deemed to be an assumption of 
responsibility or liability by City for any defect or error in the Services 
performed by Service Provider and its employees, agents and Subcontracted 
Service Providers.  

D. Service Provider shall provide City with a completed Request for Taxpayer 
Identification Number and Certification, as issued by the Internal Revenue 
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Service. If any sales tax is due for the Services performed by Service Provider 
or materials or products provided to City by Service Provider, Service 
Provider shall pay the sales tax. City shall not reimburse Service Provider for 
sales taxes paid by Service Provider 
 

12.  OPTION TO EXTEND AGREEMENT.  When in the City’s best interest, this Agreement 
may only be extended, if the City, in its discretion, exercises an option term in 
accordance with Section 4 subparagraphs (B) and (C) of this Agreement.  The initial 
term, plus any option to extend shall not exceed a total of five (5) years. If no option to 
extend the Agreement appears in section 4(B), then this Agreement shall not be 
extended.   

 
13.  MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT.  This Agreement may be amended, modified, or 

otherwise altered, or its provisions waived, only upon mutual consent of the Parties by 
written amendment. The City may request that the Service Provider perform Extra 
Services.  As used herein, "Extra Services" means any services, which are determined 
by the City to be necessary for the proper completion of the project, but which the Parties 
did not reasonably anticipate would be necessary at the execution of this Agreement or 
any Task Order issued under this Agreement. A written amendment signed by both 
Parties shall be required to authorize performance of and payment for Extra Services 
under this Agreement or Task Order.                  

 
14.  TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT.  City may terminate this Agreement at any time, 

with or without cause and without penalty, upon fifteen (15) calendar days’ prior written 
notice pursuant to Section 22 of this agreement. Such termination shall be effective on 
the date specified in the notice, or if no date is specified, then fifteen (15) calendar days 
from the date of the notice. City shall be liable to Service Provider only for work done 
by Service Provider up to and including the date of termination of this Agreement unless 
the termination is for cause, in which event Service Provider need be compensated only 
to the extent required by law.  Service Provider may terminate this Agreement at any 
time during the term of the Agreement by giving the City sixty (60) calendar days’ written 
notice. 

 
15. [INTENTIONALLY OMITTED]. 

 
16.  INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.  Service Provider is and shall at all times remain, as 

to City, a wholly independent contractor. Neither City nor any of its employees or agents 
shall have control over the conduct of Service Provider or any of its employees, except 
as stated in this Agreement. Service Provider has and shall retain the right to exercise 
full control over the employment, direction, means of performance, location, 
compensation and discharge of all persons assisting Service Provider.  This Agreement 
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shall not be interpreted to prevent or preclude Service Provider from rendering any 
services for Service Provider’s own account or to any other person or entity as Service 
Provider in its sole discretion shall determine; provided, however, that performing such 
services shall not materially interfere with the Services the Service Provider shall 
perform for the City. The City retains the right to provide general instructions to and 
observe the Service Provider in the performance of all services done on behalf of the 
City. 

 
Service Provider and its employees, subcontractors, and agents have no authority, 
express or implied, to act on behalf of City in any capacity, to incur any debt, obligation 
or liability on behalf of City, bind City in any manner, or otherwise act on behalf of City 
as an agent. Service Provider and its employees are not employees of City. Service 
Provider and its employees are not entitled to receive from City any of the benefits or 
rights afforded employees of City, including but not limited to reserve leave, sick leave, 
vacation leave, holiday leave, compensatory leave, Public Employees Retirement 
System benefits, and health, life, dental, long-term disability and workers’ compensation 
insurance benefits. Service Provider shall not, at any time or in any manner, represent 
that it or any of its agents, subcontractors, or employees are in any manner agents, 
subcontractors, or employees of City. 

 
17.  LAWFUL PERFORMANCE. Service Provider shall abide by all Federal, State, and 

Local Laws and Regulations as may be related to the performance of duties under this 
Agreement.  Service Provider, at its sole expense, shall obtain and maintain during the 
term of this Agreement, all appropriate permits, licenses, and certificates that may be 
required in connection with the performance of services under this Agreement. 

 
18.  SAFETY REQUIREMENTS. Service Provider shall not perform any services for the 

City when the Service Provider is impaired by alcohol or a controlled substance.  When 
there is reasonable cause to believe that any person has violated this provision, that 
person shall be immediately removed from the premises and be subject to any 
applicable civil and/or criminal penalties under the City’s Code and/or under state 
law.  All work performed under this Agreement shall be performed in such a manner as 
to provide safety to the public.  The City reserves the right to issue restraining or cease 
and desist orders to Service Provider when unsafe or harmful acts are observed or 
reported relative to the performance of the work under this Agreement.  The acceptance 
of Service Provider 's work by City shall not operate as a release of the Service Provider 
from such standard of care and workmanship. 

 
19.  OWNERSHIP OF SERVICE PROVIDER’S WORK PRODUCT, CONFIDENTIALITY & 

DISCLOSURE. City shall be the owner of any and all technical documents and records, 
including, computations, plans, correspondence, and/or other pertinent data and 
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information, both hard copy and electronic, gathered or prepared by Service Provider in 
performance of this Agreement and shall be entitled to immediate possession of the 
same upon completion of the work under this Agreement, or at any earlier or later time 
when the same may be requested by City. 

 
A. Ownership of Documents.  Every report, draft, work product, map, record, 

and other document reproduced, prepared, or caused to be prepared by the 
Service Provider pursuant to or in connection with this Agreement shall be 
the exclusive property of the City. 

B. Records and Inspections.  The Service Provider shall maintain full and 
accurate records, with respect to all services and matters covered under this 
Agreement.  The City shall have free access at all reasonable times to such 
records, both hard copy and electronic, and the right to examine and audit 
the same and to make transcripts therefrom, and to inspect all program data, 
documents, proceedings, and activities. 

C. Deliverables.  Service Provider shall deliver to the City the studies, plans, 
specifications, or other documents as are identified in the Scope of Services 
or Task Order; and Service Provider shall, upon completion of all work, submit 
to the City all information developed in the course of the Service Provider 's 
services.  Service Provider shall, in such time and in such form as the City 
may require, furnish reports concerning the status of services required under 
this Agreement.  Service Provider shall, upon request by City and upon 
completion or termination of this Agreement, deliver to the City all material 
furnished to Service Provider by the City. 

D. Confidentiality. Information that is exempt from disclosure to the public is 
confidential. This includes information relating to the past, present, or future 
affairs of the City or information belonging to a third party whose information 
is in the City’s possession or control under obligations of confidentiality. 
Service Provider may be granted access to information that is exempt from 
disclosure to the public (Government Code Section 7920.505) and may 
contain “trade secrets” (see Government Code Section 7924.510(f)) when it 
is necessary for Service Provider to perform its obligations pursuant to this 
Agreement.  If Service Provider is granted such access to confidential 
information, Service Provider shall not be considered to be a member of the 
public as that term is used in Government Code Section 7920.515. 

E. Disclosure of Information. Service Provider shall not disclose, publish, or 
authorize others to disclose or publish, design data, drawings, specifications, 
reports, or other information pertaining to the projects assigned to Service 
Provider by the City or other information to which the Service Provider has 
had access during the term of this Agreement without the prior written 
approval of the City’s Designated Representative during the term of this 
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Agreement and for a period of two (2) years after the termination of this 
Agreement. 

F. No Warranty.  Other than an obligation upon the City to deal in good faith, the 
City makes no warranties and shall bear no liability or responsibility for errors 
or omissions in any Confidential Information disclosed under this Agreement 
or for any business decisions made by Service Provider in reliance on any 
Confidential Information disclosed under this Agreement. 
 

20.  ASSIGNMENT. This Agreement is for the non-professional services of Service 
Provider.  Any attempt by Service Provider to assign the benefits or burdens of this 
Agreement without the prior written approval of City shall be prohibited and shall be null 
and void.  Service Provider 's services pursuant to this Agreement shall be provided by 
the Service Provider’s Designated Representative or directly under his/her supervision, 
and Service Provider shall not assign another to supervise the Service Provider 's 
performance of this Agreement without the prior written approval of City, by and through 
the City’s Designated Representative. 

 
21.  NOTICE OF BREACH AND OPPORTUNITY TO CURE. Neither Party will be in breach 

of this Agreement where the breach is capable of being cured, or until written notice of 
the breach is received from the non-breaching Party.  The Party charged with breach 
will have fifteen (15) calendar days from the date of receiving such notice in which to 
cure the breach or otherwise respond.  If the circumstances leading to the charge that 
the Agreement was breached have not been cured or explained to the satisfaction of 
the other Party within fifteen (15) days from the date on which the breaching Party 
received notice of breach, the non-breaching Party may terminate this Agreement. 
Notice shall be given in the manner set forth in section 22. 

 
22.  NOTICES. All notices given or required to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall 

be in writing and may be given by personal delivery or by first-class mail.  Notice sent 
by mail shall be addressed to each Party’s Designated Representative as set forth 
above in Section 7.  When addressed in accordance with this Section, such notice shall 
be deemed given upon deposit in the United States mail, postage prepaid.  In all other 
instances, notices shall be deemed given at the time of actual delivery. Changes may 
be made in the names or addresses of persons to whom notices are to be given by 
giving notice in the manner prescribed in this Section. 

 
23.  COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS.  Each term and each provision of this Agreement 

to be performed by Service Provider shall be construed to be both a covenant and a 
condition. 
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24.  WAIVER. City’s review or acceptance of, or payment for, work product prepared by 
Service Provider under this Agreement will not be construed to operate as a waiver of 
any rights City may have under this Agreement or of any cause of action arising from 
Service Provider’s performance.  A waiver by City of any breach of any term, covenant, 
or condition contained in this Agreement will not be deemed to be a waiver of any 
subsequent breach of the same or any other term, covenant, or condition contained in 
this Agreement, whether of the same or different character. 

 
25.  INDEMNIFICATION, HOLD HARMLESS & DEFENSE. 

 
A. As a separate and independent covenant from Service Provider’s obligations 

under this section, Service Provider shall to the fullest extent permitted by 
law, immediately defend, indemnify, and hold harmless City, its legislative 
and advisory bodies, and the City’s officials, directors, officers, employees, 
and agents (the “Indemnitees”) from and against all liabilities regardless of 
nature, type, or cause, arising out of or resulting from Service Provider’s 
negligence or willful misconduct in the performance of the services described 
in this Agreement or failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in 
this Agreement, Service Liabilities subject to the duties to defend and 
indemnify include, without limitation, all claims, losses, damages, penalties, 
fines, and judgments; associated investigation and administrative expenses; 
defense costs, including but not limited to reasonable attorneys’ fees; court 
costs; and costs of alternative dispute resolution.  Service Provider’s 
obligation to indemnify and defend applies unless it is proven such liabilities 
covered by this Section are the result of negligence or willful misconduct of 
any of the Indemnitees.  

B. The duty to defend is a separate and distinct obligation from Service 
Provider’s duty to indemnify.  Service Provider shall be obligated to defend in 
all legal, equitable, administrative, or special proceedings, with counsel  
approved by the City Attorney, immediately upon tender to Service Provider 
of the claim in any form or at any stage of an action or proceeding, whether 
or not liability is established.  An allegation negligence or willful misconduct 
by any of the Indemnitees shall not relieve Service Provider from its separate 
and distinct obligation to defend the Indemnitees.  The obligation to defend 
extends through final judgment, including exhaustion of any appeals.  The 
defense obligation includes the obligation to provide independent defense 
counsel if Service Provider asserts that liability is caused in whole or in part 
by the negligence or willful misconduct of the Indemnitees.  If it is finally 
adjudicated that liability was caused by the negligence or willful misconduct 
of any of the Indemnitees, Service Provider may submit a claim to City for 
reimbursement of reasonable attorneys’ fees and defense costs. 
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C. The review, acceptance or approval of Service Provider’s work or work 
product by any of the Indemnitees shall not affect, relieve or reduce Service 
Provider’s indemnification or defense obligations. Service Provider waives 
any right of contribution against City or any of City’s officers, employees, 
agents, or volunteers arising out of such failure to inspect, review, monitor, or 
supervise the work performed by Service Provider pursuant to this 
Agreement. The provisions of this Section shall not be restricted by and do 
not affect the provisions of this Agreement relating to Section 26.  The Service 
Provider’s obligations under this Section of the Agreement shall survive the 
termination of the Agreement. 

D. Service Provider agrees to pay all required taxes on amounts paid to Service 
Provider under this Agreement, and to indemnify and hold City harmless from 
any and all taxes, assessments, penalties, and interest asserted against City 
by reason of the independent contractor relationship created by this 
Agreement. Service Provider shall be solely responsible for, and shall save 
City harmless from, all matters relating to the payment of Service Provider’s 
subcontractors, material suppliers, directors, officers, employees, agents and 
representatives, including compliance with social security requirements, 
federal and State income tax withholding, and all other regulations governing 
employer-employee relations, as applicable. City shall have the right to offset 
against the amount of any compensation due to Service Provider under this 
Agreement any amount due to City from Service Provider as a result of its 
failure to promptly pay to City any reimbursement or indemnification arising 
under this Section. 
 

26.  INSURANCE. Service Provider shall obtain and maintain during the performance of 
any services under this Agreement the insurance coverages listed within “Exhibit C”, 
which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, unless the Risk 
Manager waives, in writing, the requirement that Service Provider obtain and maintain 
such insurance coverages. Such insurance must be issued by a company satisfactory 
to the Risk Manager. Service Provider shall, before performance of any Services 
pursuant to this Agreement, file with the Risk Manager evidence of insurance coverage 
as specified in “Exhibit C”. Maintenance of insurance coverages by Service Provider is 
a material element of this Agreement. Service Provider’s failure to maintain or renew 
insurance coverages or to provide renewal evidence shall be considered a material 
breach of this Agreement. 

 
27.  LIVING WAGE REQUIREMENTS. During the term of this Agreement, Service Provider 

understands and agrees that if Living Wages are applicable subject to the 2002 Oxnard 
City Council Living Wage Policy, attached as “Exhibit E” to this Agreement. Service 
Provider will pay and/or provide the wages and/or benefits required therein to all of its 
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employees engaged in whole or in part in performing the services provided for by this 
Agreement. The duty to pay the correct wage is the responsibility of the Service 
Provider. 

 
28.  PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS. The payment of State prevailing wages as 

designated for Ventura County shall apply to public works projects. However, this 
section shall not apply to work performed on a public works project of twenty-five 
thousand dollars ($25,000) or less when the project is for construction, alteration, 
demolition, installation, or repair work; or to work performed on a public works project 
of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000) or less when the project is for maintenance work. 
Prevailing wages are required to be paid to all workers, including subcontracted 
employees. For further information regarding Prevailing Wage Requirements please 
refer to Exhibit “F” attached to this Agreement. 

 
A. To determine if this Agreement is subject to compliance monitoring and 

enforcement, go to: https://www.dir.ca.gov/Public-

B. It is unlawful to split, or separate into small portions, work orders, projects, 
purchases, or public works projects for the purpose of evading these 
prevailing wage requirements. 

C. In the event that there is a difference between the amount of wages to be 
paid under the City of Oxnard’s local Living Wage requirements and the 
requirements of this provision, the wage rate that is the higher of the two shall 
be applicable to this Agreement.  The duty to pay the correct wage is the 
responsibility of the Service Provider. 

 
29. CONFLICT OF INTEREST.  Service Provider covenants that it does not have any 

interest, nor shall it acquire any interest, directly or indirectly, which would conflict in any 
manner with the performance of Service Provider’s services under this Agreement. 
Service Provider further covenants that in the performance of services under this 
Agreement, no officer, employee or agent of Service Provider having such interest shall 
be employed by it. In the event the City determines that Service Provider must disclose 
its financial interests by completing and filing a Fair Political Practices Commission 
Form 700, Statement of Economic Interests, Service Provider shall file such Form 700 
with the City Clerk’s Office pursuant to the written instructions provided by the City 
Clerk. Acquisition or maintenance of a conflicting interest by Service Provider may result 
in termination of this Agreement by the City. 

 
30.  IRAN CONTRACTING ACT. In accordance with the Iran Contract Act of 2010 (Public 

Contract Code sections 2200-2208) the City requires that any Consultant that submits 
a proposal or otherwise proposes to enter into or renew a contract with the City with 
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respect to goods or Services of one million dollars ($1,000,000) or more, must certify, 
that the Consultant is not identified on a list created pursuant to subdivision (b) of Public 
Contract Code Section 2203 as a person engaging in investment activities in Iran 
described in subdivision (a) of Public Contract Code Section 2202.5, or as a person 
described in subdivision (b) of Public Contract Code Section 2202.5, as applicable.  
 
A Consultant is ineligible to enter into any contract with the City for goods or Services 
of one million dollars ($1,000,000) or more if the Consultant engages in investment 
activities in Iran. Consultant must certify that it is not on the list of ineligible vendors 
prohibited from doing business with the State of California and shall complete the Iran 
Contract Act Certification attached as Exhibit G. 
 

31. SUBCONTRACTING.  If Service Provider requires the assistance of a subcontractor to 
render any services under this agreement, Consultant shall obtain prior written consent 
from the City before a subcontractor performs any service pursuant to this Agreement. 
All subcontractors shall be identified in the Scope of Work or Task Order attached to 
this Agreement as Exhibit A. Service Provider is fully responsible for satisfactory 
completion of all its subcontractors’ work. All subcontractors shall be properly licensed 
and insured; and bonded, if applicable. Service Provider shall be responsible for all 
liabilities regardless of nature, type, or cause, arising out of or resulting from or in 
connection with subcontractors performance pursuant to this Agreement or 
subcontractors failure to comply with any of its obligations in connection with this 
Agreement. 

 
32.  DISPUTES.  Except as otherwise provided in these provisions, any dispute concerning 

a question of fact arising under this Agreement, shall be decided by the City’s 
Designated Representative, who shall reduce this decision to writing and mail a copy to 
the Service Provider.  The decision of the City’s Designated Representative shall be 
final and conclusive unless Service Provider requests mediation within ten (10) calendar 
days.  Pending final decision of a dispute, the Service Provider shall proceed diligently 
with the performance of the Agreement and in accordance with the decision of the City’s 
Designated Representative. 

 
33.  DISPUTE RESOLUTION. Should an unresolved dispute arise out of this Agreement, 

any Party may request that it be submitted to mediation. The Parties shall meet in 
mediation within a reasonable time not to exceed forty-five (45) days of a request.  The 
mediator shall be agreed to by the mediating Parties. In the absence of an agreement 
on a mediator, the Parties shall each submit one name from mediators listed by the 
American Arbitration Association, the California State Board of Mediation and 
Conciliation, or other agreed-upon service.  The mediator shall be selected by a 
“blindfold” process. The cost of mediation shall be borne equally by both 
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Parties.  Neither Party shall be deemed the prevailing Party. No Party shall be permitted 
to file a legal action without first meeting in mediation and making a good faith attempt 
to reach a mediated settlement.  The mediation process, once commenced by a 
meeting with the mediator, shall last until agreement is reached by the Parties but not 
more than sixty (60) calendar days, unless the maximum time is extended in writing by 
both Parties. 

 
34.  AUDIT. City shall have the option of inspecting, auditing and/or reproducing all records 

and other written materials: used by Service Provider in preparing its billings to CITY as 
a condition precedent to any payment to Service Provider; or for other purposes relating 
to the Agreement. Service Provider will promptly furnish all documents requested by 
City. Additionally, if this Agreement is in excess of $10,000, the State Auditor may 
examine and audit Service Provider for a period of 3 years after final payment under the 
Agreement. Regardless of whether a State audit is permitted, Service Provider shall 
maintain and preserve all such records for a period of at least 3 years after final payment 
under the Agreement or until an audit has been completed and accepted by City, 
whichever occurs later. Service Provider shall maintain all such records in City or to 
promptly reimburse City for all reasonable costs incurred in conducting the audit at a 
location other than in City, including but not limited to expenses for personnel, salaries, 
private auditor, travel, lodging, meals and overhead. Service Provider shall include a 
copy of this Section in all contracts with its subcontractors, and Service Provider shall 
be responsible for immediately obtaining those records or other written material from its 
subcontractors upon a request by the State Auditor and/or City. 

 
35.  ADVERTISING AND PUBLICITY. Service Provider shall not use the name of or refer 

to City directly or indirectly in any advertisement, news release, or professional or trade 
publication without prior written approval from the City Manager. This Section shall 
survive the termination of this Agreement. 

 
36.  NONDISCRIMINATORY EMPLOYMENT. Service Provider shall not unlawfully 

discriminate against any individual based on race, color, religion or religious creed, 
national origin, ancestry, ethnic group identification, primary language, physical 
disability, mental disability, medical condition, genetic information, marital status, 
gender, gender identity, gender expression, sex, sexual orientation, age, immigration 
status, citizenship or military and veteran status. Service Provider understands and 
agrees that it is bound by and will comply with all legal nondiscrimination mandates. For 
every subcontractor who will perform Services, Service Provider shall be responsible 
for such subcontractor’s compliance with this Section. 

 
37.  FORCE MAJEURE. Neither the Service Provider nor the City shall be responsible for 

any delay caused by any contingency beyond their control, including, but not limited to, 
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war or insurrection, walkouts by the Party’s own employees, fires, natural calamities, 
riots, or demands or requirements of governmental agencies other than the City. 

 
38.  GOVERNING LAW. The terms of this Agreement shall be interpreted according to the 

laws of the State of California.  Should litigation occur, venue shall be in the Superior 
Court of California, County of Ventura. 

 
39.  SEVERABILITY. If any portion of this Agreement is declared by a court of competent 

jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, then such portion will be deemed modified to 
the extent necessary in the opinion of the court to render such portion enforceable and, 
as so modified, such portion and the balance of this Agreement will continue in full force 
and effect and be enforceable. 

 
40.  INTEGRATED AGREEMENT. This Agreement and the attached exhibits referenced 

herein to this Agreement represent the entire understanding between the Parties.  No 
verbal agreement or implied covenant shall be held to vary the provisions of this 
Agreement.  This Agreement shall bind and inure to the benefit of the Parties to this 
Agreement and any subsequent successors and assigns. 

 
41.  NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARY. This Agreement shall not be construed to be an 

agreement for the benefit of any third-party or parties, and no third party or parties shall 
have any claim or right of action under this Agreement. 

 
42.  AUTHORITY TO EXECUTE. Each Party hereto expressly warrants and represents that 

through its Designated Representative it has the authority to execute this Agreement 
on behalf of its corporation, partnership, business entity, or governmental entity, and 
warrants and represents that the Designated Representative has the authority to bind 
each Party to the performance of its obligations hereunder. 

 
43.  EXECUTION – COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in any number 

of counterparts and each such duplicate counterpart shall constitute an original, but they 
shall not be effective nor enforceable unless and until it is executed with the handwritten 
signature or electronic signature of an authorized representative of each of the relevant 
Parties.  No counterpart shall be deemed to be an original or presumed delivered unless 
and until the counterpart executed by the other Party to this Agreement is in the physical 
possession of the Party seeking enforcement thereof. 

 
44.  INCONSISTENT OR CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of any contradictions or 

inconsistencies between any attached documents or exhibits incorporated by reference 
herein and the provisions of the Agreement itself, the terms of the Agreement shall 
control.  Any exhibit that is attached and incorporated by reference shall be limited to 
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the purposes for which it is attached, as specified in this Agreement.  Any contractual 
terms or conditions contained in such exhibit imposing additional obligations on the City 
are not binding upon the City’s Designated Representative unless specifically agreed to 
in writing, and initiated by City’s Designated Representative, as to each additional 
contractual term or condition. 

 
45.  ACKNOWLEDGEMENT. By signing below, Service Provider acknowledges that it has 

reviewed the City’s General Services Agreement terms and conditions and insurance 
requirements and that Service Provider hereby agrees to full compliance.

A. The scope of work shall consist of furnishing all necessary labor, materials, equipment, 

tools, traffic control, public convenience, safety, and other incidental and appurtenant 
work to service, inspect, and clean stormwater vaults and filter cartridges located within 
the CFD 2 - Westport, CFD 4 - Seabridge, and CFD 5 - Riverpark communities of 
Oxnard. Work areas in residential sections of the City may require careful planning on 
the Service provider’s part. This Stormwater Filter Replacement and Maintenance 
Agreement will encompass all services necessary at City-owned locations including, but 
not limited to, those identified in the tables within section 3. 

B. The Work area consists of CFD 2 – Westport, located off of Wooley Road between 
Tradewinds Drive and Chesapeake Drive and bordered by the Channel Islands 
waterways, CFD 4 – Seabridge, located off of Wooley Road, Seabridge Lane, Victoria 
Ave and Harbour Island Lane, and CFD 5 - Riverpark, located north of the Oxnard Blvd, 
Highway 101 Interchange, between Ventura Rd. and Victoria Ave. Attachment 1 depicts 
the overall District and specific locations within each District where storm vaults are 
located. Tables within Section 3 include a list of all storm vault locations and the number 
of filter cartridges needed for each storm vault. 

C. Tables within Section 3 include filter cartridge counts for each storm vault as they are 
believed by the City to exist. The City does not warrant the completeness or accuracy 
of such information. It is the Bidder’s responsibility to ascertain the existence of any 
conditions affecting the cost of work. Bidders are required to conduct their own 
investigations as to the existing conditions affecting the work to be accomplished under 
these specifications. If the Bidder chooses not to visit the site or conduct investigations, 
the Bidder will nevertheless be charged with the knowledge of conditions which 
reasonable inspection and investigation would have disclosed. 
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2-2 Standards and Requirements 
 
A. Operation and Maintenance 

1. Operation and maintenance of the storm filter management systems shall be in 
accordance with the EPA’s Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) and MS4 Permit 
guidelines. All waste associated with these services shall be handled in accordance 
with all federal, state and local regulations. 

 
B. Data Collection and Mapping 

1. Service provider will be required to maintain a GIS database and live map system 
for inputting all maintenance and repair information, including “before and after” 
photographs for each location of work performed. This may be done using the City’s 
ArcGIS Online account or through the service provider’s own GIS system, provided 
it is shareable with the City and includes all underlying data and shapefiles. At the 
time of Contract Award, the Service provider will be required to complete and sign 
a “GIS Data Use Agreement.” 

 
C. Hours of Operation 

1. All Work shall occur Monday through Friday between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 
5:00 p.m. unless otherwise agreed to by the Project Manager in writing. 

 
D. Worksite Maintenance 

1. Service provider shall keep the worksite clean and free of debris at all times. Service 
provider will not be allowed to store materials outside of the specified lay-down 
areas within this contract without prior written approval of the Project Manager and 
Property Owner of the areas in question. 

 
E. Public Safety 

1. Foresight - It is part of the service required of the Service provider to make whatever 
provisions are necessary to protect the public. The Service provider shall use 
foresight and shall take such steps and precautions as the Service provider’s 
operations warrant to protect the public from danger in the form of loss of life, injury 
or loss of property, which would result from interruption or contamination of public 
water supply, interruption of other public service, or from the failure of partly 
completed work or partially removed facilities. Unusual conditions may arise on the 
work that will require that immediate and unusual provisions be made to protect the 
public from danger or loss, or damage to life and property, due directly or indirectly 
to prosecution of Work under this Contract. 
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2. Trenching/Excavation - The requirements of the State Division of Industrial Safety 
for trenches, excavations and shoring shall apply to all aspects of this Project. 
Safety is stressed, trenches, excavations and other openings, if any, shall be 
covered at the end of each working day. Any operations or situation that threatens 
the safety of workers or the public, including traffic control not in compliance with 
the approved traffic control plan and the MUTCD, shall cause the suspension of 
Work until corrections are made. 

 
F. Traffic Control and Public Notification 

1. Notification - Service provider shall notify adjacent businesses and residents at 
least four (4) Working Days in advance of beginning Work. Public notices shall be 
provided in the form of door hangers, flyers or both, which will include the Service 
provider‘s name, the Service provider’s phone number, a general description of the 
Work, and the Calendar Days and times when traffic will be restricted and parking 
will not be allowed along the Street scheduled for the Work. Service provider must 
get notice approved by the Project Manager before distribution. The Service 
provider must hand-deliver all notices to adjacent residents, business, and other 
areas directed by the Project Manager. If work is expected to require the use of 
private parking lots for longer than a single working day, the Service provider must 
receive written permission from the property owner for use of the specified areas 
prior to commencing work within the affected locations. 

2. Residents’ Complaints - It is critical that residents’ complaints be resolved 
expeditiously. To achieve this, the Project Manager will inform the Service provider 
of the complaint verbally or in writing. The Service provider, in turn, shall contact 
the resident, inform the Project Manager within twenty-four (24) hours of the action 
to be taken, or both, at the Project Manager’s discretion. 

3. Project Identification Signage - The Service provider must furnish portable 
changeable message signs if required by the City’s Traffic Engineer. The Service 
provider shall program messages and place in location as directed, including 
periodic relocations as required. The Service provider must keep such signs clean 
and in good repair. 

4. Access - All Work and traffic control shall be scheduled to provide for a minimum of 
inconvenience and a maximum of safety to the public vehicular and pedestrian 
traffic. The Service provider shall be responsible for the protection of vehicular and 
pedestrian traffic until the work called for in this scope as directed by the Project 
Manager is complete. 

 
Access to street intersections, public and private parking lots, commercial 
businesses, residences and other public and private properties must be maintained 
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at all times. The Service provider shall notify occupants of all affected properties 
with written notice at least seventy-two (72) hours before any temporary obstruction 
of access. Vehicular access to property line shall be maintained at all times, except 
as required for work that cannot otherwise be accomplished and for a reasonable 
period of time. No overnight closure of any driveway will be allowed, except as 
permitted by the Project Manager. 
The Service provider’s work schedule shall allow affected people ample on-
street parking within a reasonable distance from their homes and businesses. 
Requests for changes in the schedule shall be submitted by the Service provider to 
the Project Manager for approval at least forty-eight (48) hours before the scheduled 
operations on the Streets affected. 
 

5. Traffic - “TEMPORARY NO PARKING” signs shall be posted at least forty-eight 
(48) hours, but not more than seventy-two (72) hours, in advance of commencing 
the work. When determined necessary by the Project Manager, the signs shall be 
placed no more than one hundred fifty (150) feet apart and at shorter intervals if 
conditions warrant. Service provider shall furnish and place barricades, if 
necessary, for posting of signs. The Service provider shall provide the signs and 
will be responsible for adding the dates and hours of closure to the signs. The 
Service provider shall report the time of posting to the Oxnard Police Department 
for the purpose of towing. The Service provider shall remove all signs within forty-
eight (48) hours after the portion of the work affecting parking is accepted by the 
City. 

6. Traffic Control Plan (TCP) - All work shall require maintenance and control of traffic 
during the work period. The Service provider shall provide a detailed Traffic Control 
Plan (TCP) for all phases of work for review and shall conform to the MUTCD, SSS 
and the SSP and must be approved by the Project Manager before work 
commences. If required by the nature and location of the work, the TCP shall be 
prepared under the supervision of and signed and stamped by a registered 
professional civil engineer or a traffic engineer licensed to practice in the State of 
California. The TCP shall cover signing, flagging, detour geometric, delineation and 
channelization, barriers and barricades, separation of opposing traffic streams, and 
hours of flash operation at signalized intersection(s). The Service provider shall not 
commence Work before receiving an approved TCP. 

During any period when two-way traffic is not provided, the Service provider shall 
employ properly trained flaggers to control traffic through the work zone. 

For work in the vicinity of a school, the Service provider shall contact that school’s 
district, obtain a school schedule and school circulation plan, and incorporate 
information into the Project’s schedule and traffic control, such that within one 
thousand (1,000) feet of the school on routes serving the school for student arrivals 
and departures are not impacted between one (1) hour before and one half (1/2) 
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hour after the school-day start time and one (1) hour before or one half (1/2) hour 
after school-day end time. Service provider shall notify the School District of any 
impacts. 

 
The Service provider shall provide and maintain steel traffic plates recessed into the 
pavement securely over the trench whenever required or at the end of the working 
day. 

7. Street Closures, Detours, and Barricades - Street closures will not be allowed, 
except as specifically permitted by the City’s Traffic Engineer. 

Traffic signals shall not be placed in flash operation during the hours that traffic 
lanes must be kept open as defined in this section. Under no circumstances shall 
traffic signals be placed under flash operation without prior approval of the City. The 
Service provider shall contact the City Inspector at least five (5) working days in 
advance to coordinate signal service, unless a different time frame is required by 
the Project Manager. 

All traffic control barricades, signs and devices used by the Service provider shall, 
as a minimum, conform to the MUTCD. Should the Service provider fail to provide 
adequate traffic control or safety barricades, and in the event a responsible 
individual cannot be located or refuses to perform, the City will, at its option, place 
needed devices or engage a private firm to place and maintain said traffic control 
devices. 

2-3 Staffing and Supervision 

 
The Service provider shall supervise and direct all Work, in accordance with industry 
standards and any applicable manufacturer’s instructions, to not in any way void a 
manufacturer’s warranty. The Service provider shall be responsible for all means, methods, 
techniques, sequences and procedures and for all portions of the services. Service provider 
shall provide an adequate number of skilled workers who are thoroughly trained and 
experienced in providing the services that are requested under this Contract. 
 
2-4 Expected Conditions and Service provider Practices 
 
A. Recycling of Contech Cartridges - Service provider is expected to use Contech 

recycling programs to minimize cost wherever possible. 
 

B. Laydown/Cartridge Storage Area - City shall provide a laydown area for Service provider 
use. 
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C. Permits and Permit Fees - Obtaining all permits required for the performance of the 
work described in this scope and the payment of all permit fees is the responsibility of 
the Service provider. 
 

D. Metered Water - A water meter will be provided by the City at the written request by the 
Service provider for the performance of the work throughout the duration of this 
agreement. 

 
E. Transportation & Disposal of Waste - Service provider will be responsible for all 

transportation and disposal of all waste streams generated from the performance of the 
Work for the duration of this agreement. 
 

F. Hazardous Waste - Service provider is to assume all filter media, sediment, and debris 
may contain hazardous materials. 
 

G. Confined Space - When entering vault spaces, all OSHA rules for confined space entry 
must be followed. 

SECTION 3 – MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION PROGRAM 
 
3-1 Annual Inspection Scope 
 
A. The Annual Inspection shall include the following items: 
 

1. Prior to any maintenance work occurring, a physical inspection of the filter vault 
structure and all its components, including vault doors and all inlet and outlet 
structures shall be performed for every vault each year. This inspection will include 
photographs of the vault structure before and after and cleaning work. Service 
provider shall note what type of cartridge connection base is in use within each vault 
and whether or not there is a need to remove and exchange said base when 
cartridges are replaced. All photos and inspection data shall be provided to the 
Project Manager upon completion of the inspection. The inspection is expected to 
produce an estimated number of cartridges requiring replacement. Cartridges may 
not be replaced prior to the annual inspection being completed. 
 

2. At each storm vault, Service provider shall also inspect vault doors and grate inlets 
for proper operation and submit a report to the Project Manager detailing any 
needing replacement including photographs depicting damages and 
recommendations for replacements. 

 
3. Inspection work must be recorded on the Contech Inspection Report form provided 
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on page 6 of the Contech StormFilter® Inspection and Maintenance Procedures (or 
a digital form equivalent), provided to the Project Manager after each inspection 
and its data uploaded to the City’s GIS stormwater vault database. 

 
3-2 Annual Maintenance Scope 
 
A. Annual Maintenance shall include the following items: 
 

Maintain system in accordance with the specification provided by “The Stormwater 
Management StormFilter® Vault Installation Guide'' attached (attachment 3), and 
“StormFilter® Inspection and Maintenance Procedures” attached (attachment 4). 

Maintenance includes: 
 
• Removal and disposal of accumulated sediment, debris, and spent filters 
• Cleaning of each cartridge exterior 
• Replacement of spent ZPG filters with OEM manufacturer-supplied filters 
• Power washing and treatment for minor vectors (mosquitoes) as necessary 

with larvicide dunks 
• Provision of a written maintenance log, digital photos of cleanout and all 

maintenance activities 

1. Vault Cleaning - Service provider shall furnish all necessary labor, materials, 
equipment, tools, traffic control, public convenience, safety, and other incidental 
and appurtenant work to remove all debris, excess siltation, sediment and pollutant 
discharge from each storm vault where necessary as determined by the annual 
inspection and in accordance with the specification provided by “StormFilter® 
Inspection and Maintenance Procedures” attached (attachment 4). Prior to work 
commencing, the Service provider shall provide a written statement to the Project 
Manager detailing which sites are to be cleaned and whether or not any cartridges 
(and how many) are to be replaced at each site. 

Vault Cleaning may be considered if any one of the below statements are true: 

• >4” of accumulated sediment on the vault floor 
• >1/4” of accumulated sediment loading on top of the cartridge 
• >4” of static water above cartridge bottom for more than 24 hours after end of 

rain event 
• Additional requirements listed in “StormFilter® Inspection and Maintenance 

Procedures” (attachment 4). 

2. Cartridge Maintenance/Replacement - Service provider shall furnish all necessary 
labor, materials, equipment, tools, traffic control, public convenience, safety, and 
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other incidental and appurtenant work to remove and clean or replace all filter 
cartridges using approved Contech ZPG™ filtration cartridges in accordance with 
the specification provided by “The Stormwater Management StormFilter® Vault 
Installation Guide'' attached (attachment 3), and “StormFilter® Inspection and 
Maintenance Procedures” attached (attachment 4). Cartridges may not be 
replaced unless approved by the Project Manager, are noted during the 
inspection that the cartridge is due for replacement, and must be recycled 
through the Contech Filter Exchange Program. 

3. Objective Replacement Criteria 
 Cartridge replacement is not expected at every service. A cartridge is considered 

eligible for replacement only when at least one of the following objective conditions 
is met and documented: 

• Sediment loading: Sediment depth in the vault exceeds the manufacturer’s 
recommended maximum, or bypass flow around cartridges is observed. 

• Performance: Flow‑rate testing (as described in Attachment 4) indicates 
that the cartridge is clogged or exhibits breakthrough. 

• Physical condition: Cartridges are cracked, deformed, missing gaskets or 
otherwise damaged. 

• Service life: Cartridge age exceeds the service life specified by the manufacturer 
(typically five years depending on loading). 

4.   Replacement Schedule 

• Special Districts manages StormFilter® cartridges on a five‑year refresh cycle. 
Roughly one‑fifth (20%) of the total inventory is expected to be scheduled for 
replacement each year. Cartridges installed within the last twelve months are 
considered new and are not expected to be included in the following year’s 20 
percent allocation. If inspections show that a recently installed cartridge has 
failed or that more than 20 percent of the older cartridges meet the objective 
replacement criteria, additional replacements may be considered. All cartridge 
replacements, whether part of the planned cycle or driven by inspection findings, 
must be submitted in writing and approved by the Project Manager prior to the 
commencement of any replacement work. 

• Contech filter exchange programs must be utilized as a cost saving measure. 
Where prior cartridge stock was installed and what type of connector was used 
during installation shall be noted on the StormFilter® Maintenance Report form 
(page 7 of the “StormFilter® Inspection and Maintenance Procedures”). Service 
provider must provide receipts confirming the use of Contech filters. 

• Where necessary, ¼ turn connectors will be installed to standardize all cartridge 
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connectors to the ¼ type. All maintenance and replacement work is to be 
recorded on the StormFilter® Maintenance Report form, provided to the Project 
Manager after the work is performed and its data uploaded to the City’s GIS 
stormwater vault database. 

      5.  Vault Maintenance  

• Maintenance of the structure of the vault itself is generally considered outside of 
the scope of this agreement. However, if damaged vaults are encountered during 
inspection, conditions must be recorded on the appropriate inspection form and 
reported to the Project Manager in writing.

Pursuant to the Living Wage Policy adopted July 9, 2002 by the City Council and effective 
October 1, 2002, the City Manager and City Attorney are directed to include the following 
language in all standard trade services contracts and all unique trade services contracts 
governed by the Living Wage Policy. 
 
A. Service Provider shall compensate any employee of Service Provider who provides 

services under this Agreement in accordance with the Living Wage Policy, attached 
hereto and incorporated herein by reference as the Living Wage Policy Exhibit.  While 
this Agreement is in effect, Service Provider shall pay such employee no less than 
$20.06 per hour for each hour that such employee provides services under this 
Agreement.  In addition, while this Agreement is in effect, Service Provider shall provide 
to such employee no less than 96 hours of paid leave per calendar year. 

B. Service Provider agrees to post, at a location readily accessible to those employees 
providing services to the City, a copy of the Living Wage Policy adopted by City Council 
on July 9, 2002 and effective October 1, 2002. 

C. If Service Provider fails to compensate such employee pursuant to the Living Wage 
Policy, the City Manager or designee shall terminate this Agreement on written notice 
to Service Provider, effective immediately. 

D. In addition, if Service Provider fails to comply with the Living Wage Policy in any manner, 
Service Provider shall pay to City a fine of $500 and shall pay to any employee providing 
services under this Agreement a penalty of three times the amount or value of the 
compensation owed to such employee under the Living Wage Policy. Service Provider 
shall pay such fine and penalty within fifteen (15) calendar days after the City Manager 
or designee provides written notice to Service Provider of the amount owed.

In addition, while this Agreement is in 
effect, Service Provider shall provide to such employee no less than 96 hours of paid leave 
per calendar year.

PREVAILING WAGE 

             
 
 
1. Service Provider acknowledges that the Project defined in the Agreement between 

Service Provider and CITY is a “public work” as defined in Division 2, Part 7, Chapter 1 
of the California Labor Code (“Chapter 1”), and that this Agreement is subject to Chapter 
1 and the rules and regulations established by the Director of Industrial Relations (“DIR”) 
implementing such statutes. Service Provider shall perform the Project as a public work. 
Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by all the terms, rules and regulations 
described in Chapter 1 and the DIR’s rules and regulations as though set forth in full 
herein.   

 
2. Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1773.2, copies of the prevailing rate of per diem wages 

for each craft, classification, or type of worker needed to perform the Agreement are on 
file at City Hall and will be made available to any interested party on request. Service 
Provider acknowledges receipt of a copy of the DIR determination of such prevailing 
rate of per diem wages, and Service Provider shall post such rates at each job site 
covered by this Agreement.  

 
3. Service Provider is required to post job site notices, as prescribed by regulation. See 

Labor Code Section 1771.4(a)(2).  
 
4. Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by the provisions of Labor Code 

Sections 1774 and 1775 concerning the payment of prevailing rates of wages to workers 
and the penalties for failure to pay prevailing wages. Service Provider shall, as a penalty 
to City, forfeit not more than $200 for each calendar day or portion thereof for each 
worker paid less than the DIR’s determined prevailing rates for the work or craft in which 
the worker is employed pursuant to this Agreement by Service Provider or any 
subcontractor. The Labor Commissioner shall determine the amount of the penalty as 
described in Section 1775. 

 
5. Service Provider shall comply with Labor Code Section 1776, which requires Service 

Provider and each subcontractor to (1) keep accurate payroll records and verify such 
records in writing under penalty of perjury, (2) certify and make such payroll records 
available for inspection, and (3) inform CITY of the location of the records.  

 
6. Service Provider shall comply with Labor Code Sections 1777.5, 1777.6 and 1777.7 

and California Administrative Code Title 8, Section 200 et seq. concerning the 
employment of apprentices on public works projects for all apprenticeable occupations. 
Before commencing work under this Agreement, Service Provider shall provide City with 
a copy of the information submitted to any applicable apprenticeship program. Within 
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60 days after concluding the Project, Service Provider and each of its subcontractors 
shall submit to City a verified statement of the journeyman and apprentice hours 
performed under this Agreement. 

 
7. Service Provider may not be debarred or suspended throughout the Agreement Term 

pursuant to Labor Code Section 1777.1 or 1777.7. If he, she or it becomes debarred or 
suspended in the Agreement Term, Service Provider must immediately notify City. 

 
8. Service Provider is not qualified to bid on, be listed in a Bid proposal, or engage in the 

performance of any contract for public work, as defined in Labor Code Sections 1720 
through 1861, unless currently registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant 
to Labor Code Section 1725.5. Service Provider shall continue without interruption to 
stay registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant to Section 1725.5 for the 
duration of the term of this Agreement. This provision does not apply to construction, 
alteration, demolition, installation or repair work of $25,000 or less or to maintenance 
work of $15,000 or less. 

 
9. Service Provider acknowledges that 8 hours labor constitutes a legal day’s work. 

Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by Labor Code Section 1810.   
 
10. Service Provider shall comply with and be bound by Labor Code Section 1813 

concerning penalties for workers who work excess hours. Service Provider shall, as a 
penalty to City, forfeit $25 for each worker employed in the performance of this 
Agreement by Service Provider or by any subcontractor for each calendar day during 
which such worker is required or permitted to work more than 8 hours in any calendar 
day and 40 hours in any one calendar week in violation of the provisions of Division 2, 
Part 7, Chapter 1, Article 3 of the Labor Code. Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1815, 
work performed by Service Provider’s employees in excess of 8 hours per day and 40 
hours per week shall be permitted upon public work upon compensation for all hours 
worked in excess of 8 hours per day at not less than 1 ½ times the basic rate of pay. 

 
11. The Project listed in the Agreement is subject to compliance monitoring and 

enforcement by the DIR.  
 
12. Service Provider shall be responsible for each and every one of its subcontractors’ 

compliance with Chapter 1, the DIR’s rules and regulations, and Labor Code Sections 
1860 and 3700. Service Provider shall include in the written contract between it and 
each subcontractor a copy of, and a requirement that each subcontractor shall comply 
with, those statutory provisions. Service Provider shall be required to take all actions 
necessary to enforce such contractual provisions and ensure subcontractors’ 
compliance, including without limitation, conducting a periodic review of the certified 
payroll records of each subcontractor, and upon becoming aware of the failure of the 
subcontractor to pay its workers the specified prevailing rate of wages, Service Provider 
shall diligently take corrective action to halt or rectify any failure. 

13. To the maximum extent, Service Provider shall hold harmless, defend (with counsel 
approved by the City Attorney) and indemnify City, its legislative bodies, and its officials, 
officers, employees and agents from any demand or claim for damages, compensation, 
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fines, penalties or other amounts arising out of or incidental to any acts or omissions 
listed above by any person or entity (including Service Provider, its subcontractors, and 
each of their officials, officers, employees and agents) in connection with any work 
undertaken or in connection with the Agreement, including without limitation the 
payment of all attorneys’ fees and other related costs. All duties of Service Provider 
under this Section shall survive Agreement termination.

 Licensing and Professional Certification 

A. The Service Provider will be expected to be a Contech Certified Maintenance 
Provider and will be required to maintain this certification throughout the duration of this 
Agreement.   

B. The Service Provider will be required to hold an ArcGIS Online account with at least 
one license type which is compatible with field editing data ("Creator" type or "Field 
Worker" type). Detailed information on purchasing an account can be found here: 
(https://www.esri.com/en-us/arcgis/products/arcgis-online/buy). This account will allow the 
City to share its ArcGIS Stormwater Vault Map and provide permissions for the Service 
Provider to add maintenance reports and comments to each location. Functional training on 
the map and how to submit the data will be provided by the Project Manager in 
coordination with the City's GIS Division. The Service Provider will be required to input data 
for any inspection or maintenance performed at the site including photo uploads. The 
Service Provider will be required to complete and sign a “GIS Data Use Agreement.”

 Location and General Description of Work 

A. The scope of work shall consist of furnishing all necessary labor, materials, 
equipment, tools, traffic control, public convenience, safety, and other incidental and 
appurtenant work to service, inspect and clean stormwater vaults and filter cartridges 
located within the CFD 2 - Westport, CFD 4 - Seabridge, and CFD 5 - Riverpark 
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communities of Oxnard.  Work areas in residential sections of the City may require careful 
planning on the Service Provider’s part.  The City reserves the right to add or remove storm 
vault locations and services during the term of the Contract. 

B. The Work area consists of CFD 2 – Westport, located off of Wooley Road between 
Tradewinds Drive and Chesapeake Drive and bordered by the Channel Islands waterways, 
CFD 4 – Seabridge, located off of Wooley Road, Seabridge Lane, Victoria Ave and Harbor 
Island Lane, and CFD 5 - Riverpark, located north of the Oxnard Blvd, Highway 101 
Interchange, between Ventura Rd. and Victoria Ave. Attachment 1 depicts the overall 
District and specific locations within each District where storm vaults are located.  Tables 
within Section 3 include a list of all storm vault locations and the number of filter cartridges 
needed for each storm vault. 

C. Tables within Section 3 include filter cartridge counts for each storm vault as they 
are believed by the City to exist. The City does not warrant the completeness or accuracy 
of such information. It is the Service Provider’s responsibility to ascertain the existence of 
any conditions affecting the cost of work.  Service Providers are required to conduct their 
own investigations as to the existing conditions affecting the work to be accomplished 
under these specifications.  If the Service Provider chooses not to visit the site or conduct 
investigations, the Service Provider will nevertheless be charged with the knowledge of 
conditions which reasonable inspection and investigation would have disclosed. 

2-2          Standards and Requirements 

A. Operation and Maintenance 

1. Operation and maintenance of the storm filter management systems shall be in 
accordance with the EPA’s Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) and MS4 Permit 
guidelines.  All waste associated with these services shall be handled in accordance 
with all federal, state and local regulations.  

B. Data Collection and Mapping 

1. Service Provider is required to purchase a license for ArcGIS, and input all 
maintenance and repair information into the City’s database, and provide “before 
and after” photographs for each location of maintenance and/or repair.  At the time 
of Contract Award, the Service Provider will be required to complete and sign a GIS 
Data Use Agreement. 

C. Hours of Operation 

1. All Work shall occur Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 
5:00 p.m. unless otherwise agreed to by the Project Manager in writing. 

D. Worksite Maintenance 
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1. Service Provider shall keep the worksite clean and free of debris at all times. Service 
Provider will not be allowed to store materials outside of the specified lay-down 
areas within this contract without prior written approval of the Project Manager and 
Property Owner of the areas in question. 

E. Public Safety 

1. Foresight - It is part of the service required of the Service Provider to make whatever 
provisions are necessary to protect the public. The Service Provider shall use 
foresight and shall take such steps and precautions as the Service Provider’s 
operations warrant to protect the public from danger in the form of loss of life, injury 
or loss of property, which would result from interruption or contamination of public 
water supply, interruption of other public service, or from the failure of partly 
completed work or partially removed facilities. Unusual conditions may arise on the 
work that will require that immediate and unusual provisions be made to protect the 
public from danger or loss, or damage to life and property, due directly or indirectly 
to prosecution of Work under this Contract. 

2. Trenching/Excavation - The requirements of the State Division of Industrial Safety 
for trenches, excavations and shoring shall apply to all aspects of this Project. 
Safety is stressed. trenches, excavations and other openings, if any, shall be 
covered at the end of each working day. Any operations or situation that threatens 
the safety of workers or the public, including traffic control not in compliance with the 
approved traffic control plan and the MUTCD, shall cause the suspension of Work 
until corrections are made. 

F. Traffic Control and Public Notification 

1. Notification – Service Provider shall notify adjacent businesses and residents at 
least four (4) Working Days and again two (2) Working Days in advance of 
beginning Work. Public notices shall be provided in the form of door hangers, flyers 
or both, which will include the Service Provider’s name, the Service Provider’s 
phone number, a general description of the Work, and the Calendar Days and times 
when traffic will be restricted and parking will not be allowed along the Street 
scheduled for the Work. The Service Provider must get notice approved by the 
Project Manager before distribution. The Service Provider must hand-deliver all 
notices to adjacent residents, business, and other areas directed by the Project 
Manager. 

2. Residents’ Complaints - It is critical that residents’ complaints be resolved 
expeditiously. To achieve this, the Project Manager will inform the Service Provider 
of the complaint verbally or in writing. The Service Provider, in turn, shall contact the 
resident, inform the Project Manager within twenty-four (24) hours of the action to be 
taken, or both, at the Project Manager’s discretion. 
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3. Project Identification Signage - The Service Provider must furnish portable 
changeable message signs if required by the City’s Traffic Engineer. The Service 
Provider shall program messages and place in location as directed, including 
periodic relocations as required. The Service Provider must keep such signs clean 
and in good repair. 

4. Access - All Work and traffic control shall be scheduled to provide for a minimum of 
inconvenience and a maximum of safety to the public vehicular and pedestrian 
traffic. The Service Provider shall be responsible for the protection of vehicular and 
pedestrian traffic until the work called for in this scope as directed by the Project 
Manager is complete. 

Access to street intersections, public and private parking lots, commercial businesses, 
residences and other public and private properties must be maintained at all times. 
The Service Provider shall notify occupants of all affected properties with written 
notice at least seventy-two (72) hours before any temporary obstruction of access. 
Vehicular access to property line shall be maintained at all times, except as required 
for work that cannot otherwise be accomplished and for a reasonable period of time. 
No overnight closure of any driveway will be allowed, except as permitted by the 
Project Manager. 

The Service Provider’s work schedule shall allow affected people ample on-street 
parking within a reasonable distance from their homes and businesses. Requests for 
changes in the schedule shall be submitted by the Service Provider to the Project 
Manager for approval at least forty-eight (48) hours before the scheduled operations 
on the Streets affected. 

5. Traffic - “TEMPORARY NO PARKING” signs shall be posted at least forty-eight (48) 
hours, but not more than seventy-two (72) hours, in advance of commencing the 
work. When determined necessary by the Project Manager, the signs shall be 
placed no more than one hundred fifty (150) feet apart and at shorter intervals if 
conditions warrant. The Service Provider shall furnish and place barricades, if 
necessary, for posting of signs. The Service Provider shall provide the signs and will 
be responsible for adding the dates and hours of closure to the signs. The Service 
Provider shall report the time of posting to the Oxnard Police Department for the 
purpose of towing. The Service Provider shall remove all signs within forty-eight (48) 
hours after the portion of the work affecting parking is accepted by the City. 

6. Traffic Control Plan (TCP) - All work shall require maintenance and control of traffic 
during the work period. The Service Provider shall provide a detailed Traffic Control 
Plan (TCP) for all phases of work for review and shall conform to the MUTCD, SSS 
and the SSP and must be approved by the Project Manager before work 
commences. If required by the nature and location of the work, the TCP shall be 
prepared under the supervision of and signed and stamped by a registered 
professional civil engineer or a traffic engineer licensed to practice in the State of 
California. The TCP shall cover signing, flagging, detour geometric, delineation and

channelization, barriers and barricades, separation of opposing traffic streams, and 
hours of flash operation at signalized intersection(s). The Service Provider shall not 
commence Work before receiving an approved TCP. 

During any period when two-way traffic is not provided, the Service Provider shall 
employ properly trained flaggers to control traffic through the work zone. 

For work in the vicinity of a school, the Service Provider shall contact that school’s 
district, obtain a school schedule and school circulation plan, and incorporate 
information into the Project’s schedule and traffic control, such that within one 
thousand (1,000) feet of the school on routes serving the school for student arrivals 
and departures are not impacted between one (1) hour before and one half (1/2) hour 
after the school-day start time and one (1) hour before or one half (1/2) hour after 
school-day end time. Service Provider shall notify the School District of any impacts. 

The Service Provider shall provide and maintain steel traffic plates recessed into the 
pavement securely over the trench whenever required or at the end of the Working 
Day.  

7. Street Closures, Detours, and Barricades - Street closures will not be allowed, 
except as specifically permitted by the City’s Traffic Engineer. 

Traffic signals shall not be placed in flash operation during the hours that traffic lanes 
must be kept open as defined in this section. Under no circumstances shall traffic 
signals be placed under flash operation without prior approval of the City. The Service 
Provider shall contact the City Inspector at least five (5) working days in advance to 
coordinate signal service, unless a different time frame is required by the Project 
Manager. 

All traffic control barricades, signs and devices used by the Service Provider shall, as 
a minimum, conform to the MUTCD. Should the Service Provider fail to provide 
adequate traffic control or safety barricades, and in the event a responsible individual 
cannot be located or refuses to perform, the City will, at its option, place needed 
devices or engage a private firm to place and maintain said traffic control devices. 

 2-3          Staffing and Supervision 

 The Service Provider shall supervise and direct all Work, in accordance with industry 
 standards and any applicable manufacturer’s instructions, to not in any way void a 
 manufacturer’s warranty. The Service Provider shall be responsible for all means, methods, 
 techniques, sequences and procedures and for all portions of the services.  Service Provider 
 shall provide an adequate number of skilled workers who are thoroughly trained and 
 experienced in providing the services that are requested under this Contract. 

2-4          Expected Conditions and Service Provider Practices 

A. Recycling of Contech Cartridges – Service Provider is expected to use Contech 
recycling programs to minimize cost wherever possible. 

B. Laydown/Cartridge Storage Area - City shall provide a laydown area for Service 
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Provider use. 

C. Permits and Permit Fees - Obtaining all permits and required for the performance of 
the work described in this scope and the payment of all permit fees is the responsibility of 
the Service Provider. 

D. Metered Water - A water meter will be provided by the City at the written request by 
the Service Provider for the performance of the work throughout the duration of this 
agreement. 

E. Transportation & Disposal of Waste – Service Provider will be responsible for all 
transportation and disposal of all waste streams generated from the performance of the 
Work for the duration of this agreement.

 SECTION 3 - Maintenance and Inspection Program 

 3-1          Annual Inspection Scope 

A. The Annual Inspection shall include the following items: 

1. Prior to any maintenance work occurring, a physical inspection of the filter vault 
structure and all its components, including vault doors and all inlet and outlet 
structures shall be performed. This inspection will include photographs of the vault 
structure before and after and cleaning work. Service Provider shall note what type 
of cartridge connection base is in use within each vault and whether or not there is a 
need to remove and exchange said base when cartridges are replaced. All photos 
and inspection data shall be uploaded to the City’s GIS stormwater vault database 
and provided to the Project Manager upon completion of the inspection. The 
inspection is expected to produce an estimated number of cartridges requiring 
replacement. Cartridges may not be replaced prior to the annual inspection being 
completed. 

2. At each storm vault, Service Provider shall also inspect vault doors and grate inlets 
for proper operation and submit a report to the Project Manager detailing any 
needing replacement including photographs depicting damages and proposals for 
replacements. 

3. Inspection work must be recorded on the Contech Inspection Report form provided 
on page 6 of the Contech StormFilter Inspection and Maintenance Procedures, 
provided to the Project Manager after each inspection and its data uploaded to the 
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City’s GIS stormwater vault database. 

 3-2          Annual Maintenance Scope 

A. Annual Maintenance shall include the following items: 

1. Vault Cleaning – Service Provider shall furnish all necessary labor, materials, 
equipment, tools, traffic control, public convenience, safety, and other incidental and 
appurtenant work to remove all debris, excess siltation, sediment and pollutant 
discharge from each storm vault where necessary as determined by the annual 
inspection. Prior to work commencing, the Service Provider shall provide a written 
statement to the Project Manager detailing which sites are to be cleaned and 
whether or not any cartridges (and how many) are to be replaced at each site. 

2. Cartridge Maintenance/Replacement – Service Provider shall furnish all necessary 
labor, materials, equipment, tools, traffic control, public convenience, safety, and 
other incidental and appurtenant work to remove and clean or replace all filter 
cartridges using approved Contech ZPG™ filtration cartridges in accordance with 
the specification provided by “The Stormwater Management StormFilter® Vault 
Installation Guide'' attached (attachment 3), and “StormFilter Inspection and 
Maintenance Procedures” attached (attachment 4). Cartridges may not be 
replaced unless approved by the Project Manager, are noted during the 
inspection that the cartridge is due for replacement, and must be recycled 
through the Contech Filter Exchange Program.  

All proposed replacements must be submitted in writing and must be approved by the 
Project Manager prior to the commencement of any replacement work. Cartridge 
replacement is not expected to be necessary for every cartridge. Contech filter 
exchange programs must be utilized as a cost saving measure. An existing stock of 
approximately 170 Cartridges are to be installed within CFD 5 vaults prior to the 
ordering of any new cartridges for CFD 5 vaults. Where prior cartridge stock was 
installed and what type of connector was used during installation shall be noted on 
the StormFilter Maintenance Report form (page 7 of the “StormFilter Inspection and 
Maintenance Procedures”).  

Where necessary, ¼ turn connectors will be installed to standardize all cartridge 
connectors to the ¼ type. All maintenance and replacement work is to be recorded on 
the StormFilter Maintenance Report form, provided to the Project Manager after the 
work is performed and its data uploaded to the City’s GIS stormwater vault database. 

B. Vault Maintenance 

1. Maintenance of the structure of the vault itself is generally considered outside of the 
scope of this agreement. However, if damaged vaults are encountered during 
inspection, conditions must be recorded on the appropriate inspection form and 
reported to the Project Manager in writing.

The Public Works and Transportation Committee recommends 

that the City Council approve and authorize an Agreement with 

Downstream Services, Inc. in the amount not to exceed $1,250,000 

for an initial term of one year from March 20, 2026 to March 19, 

2027, with the option for four consecutive one-year period 

extensions ending March 19, 2031, for stormwater filter 

replacement and maintenance services.
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BACKGROUND

• The creation of CFDs in the City of Oxnard (City) provides the 

funding mechanism, in perpetuity, for the maintenance 

obligations for specific neighborhoods within the City

• Three (3) of the CFDs have maintenance obligations for 

stormwater systems - Westport CFD 2, Seabridge CFD 4, and 

Riverpark CFD 5

• When built, these three (3) neighborhoods were designed with 

the same stormwater filtration system

• These systems include cartridge-style filters for the filtration of 

stormwater runoff from roadways, parking lots, and other hard 

surfaces within the CFDs

3
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BACKGROUND

• Through the previous contract, 32500236 with Downstream 

Services, Inc. (“Downstream”), CFDs 2, 4, and 5’s stormfilter 

vaults were previously inspected, cleaned, and had cartridges 

replaced in 2025.

• The one-year agreement with Downstream Services Inc. 

expired January 21, 2026. 

• A total of $665,932 was spent against this previous agreement. 

4
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BACKGROUND

• The proposed Agreement is required to comply with the 

Federal Water Pollution Control Act through California’s 

Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) Permit. 

• Under the MS4 Permit, the City is responsible for verifying 

proper maintenance and operation of post-construction BMPs 

previously approved for new development and redevelopment 

and operated by the City and to notify privately owned and 

operated BMP’s to document maintenance and operations 

required as part of a development agreement

• Proper maintenance of the stormwater vaults and filters 

ensures the stormwater is properly treated before being 

discharged into the Santa Clara River and Channel Islands 

Harbor.

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DISCUSSION

• A Request for Bids (“RFB”) was published on December 10, 

2025, and all bids were due on January 14, 2026. The City 

received the following five bids:

Downstream Services, Inc.: $65,781.00

Storm Water Innovative Solutions: $105,138.60

Suttles Plumbing & Mechanical Group $110,073.35

United Storm Water, Inc.: $111,540.00

Storm Water Inspection & Maintenance Services, LLC: $260,692.50

• The lowest bidder is Downstream Services, Inc. and its bid is 

responsive to the City’s RFB.  Following this determination, 

procurement staff reviewed all documentation received from 

Downstream and based upon the available information and 

research performed to date; staff believes that the contractor is 

capable of satisfactorily completing the service.

• The storm vault scheduled maintenance and on-call services 

includes initial and annual storm vault maintenance, ongoing 

maintenance, and repair of storm vault components

• This includes the required traffic control and permits to 

accomplish the Work

• All Work within the Agreement includes the furnishing of all 

necessary labor, materials, equipment, and other incidental and 

appurtenant work needed to provide inspection and 

maintenance of storm vaults and their filter cartridges

• The Contractor is also responsible for documenting vault and 

filter conditions, and noting if any structural repair to the vault 

structures and hatches are necessary

• Initial work includes the inspection of and if necessary, the 

cleaning of each vault and replacement of cartridges

• This specifically means inspecting 821 filter cartridges in 64 

vaults in CFD 2 - Westport and CFD 4 - Seabridge, and 2,274 

filter cartridges in 278 vaults in CFD 5 - Riverpark

• This agreement is a regular maintenance agreement and ensures 

proper functioning of these stormwater systems

• Locations of the storm vaults to be serviced under this 

agreement include CFD 2 - Westport, located off of Wooley 

Road between Tradewinds Drive and Chesapeake Drive and 

bordered by the Channel Islands waterways; CFD 4 - Seabridge, 

located off of Wooley Road, Seabridge Lane, Victoria Ave, and 

Harbour Island Lane; and CFD 5 - Riverpark, located between 

Ventura Road and Vineyard Avenue bordered at the south by 

the 101 Freeway and at the north by Xanadu Way

• The work is tentatively scheduled to begin July 2026. Staff will 

work closely with each Districts’ HOAs and Neighborhood 

Council to keep residents informed of the maintenance
